M'CARTHY'S SIDE.

Gives an Account of His Fight With
Williams.
Eureka, Utah, March 23,
Sperting Editor Herald:

I have been done much injustice in
the accounts of my fight with Lew
Williams, and I would like to have
the public know my side of the story.
When Williams and I went into the
ring, he started biff bang fighting at
once, and for half the round I avoided
him. T then hit him with my left and
knocked him down, and from that time
on he was wild and unsteady, and I
punished him considerably until I
Kknocked him through the ropes,

I hit him as he came up, as he was
on the ropes and not down, and the
timekeepers kept holding Williams to
keep him from going down again. The
crowd yelled foul at the time and the
referes ordered me back to my cornmer,
and we started to fight again. When
he went out I crossed him with my
right and then offered to aseist him to
his feet. Willlams pulled away and
remained down, and I asked the ref-
éree to begin counting, which he did
and counted ten before Williams of-
fered to get up.

BEven then they did not want to give
me the fight, but finally the réferee
declare? me the winner. Apparently
Williams was strong and did not want
to get up, and it was for this reason
that the audlence thought he quit. I
tried to fight clean and am sorry the
contest terminsated the way it did. I
am ready to cover Williams' forfeit of
$100 if he posts it with The Herald, and
wilil alse meet Ray Barney of Prove
at any date he desires.

Oxford Easily Succumbs
Light Blues.

TAMEST RACE OF VYEARS

——

WON BY FIVE LENGTHS IN OFFI-
CIAL TIME 19:09

UTNEY, ENGLAND, March 22—
The Cambridge crew today ful-

filled the expectations of prophets

and won the fifty-ninth boat race with
Oxford as they liked. The time was
19 minutes 9 seconds. At no time

throughout the race did Oxford in the
slightest degree flatter the hopes of
the supporters of the dark blue. Any
possible chanece which the Oxonians
might have had was shattered by the
result of the toss giving the light blues
(Cambridge) all the advantage of eta-
tion., “Iramense crowds, as usual,
turned out to view the contest, and the
weather. though showery, was not so
inciement as it had been most of the
previous ye

Cambridge was the first to take the
water, Oxford following after a slight
delay, and both crews paddled to the
moored skiffs at the starting line. The
start was delayed owing to the force
of the tide making it impossible to
keéep the hoats straight.

Umpire Finally Got Them Away.

Lieutenant Colonel Frank William,
the umpire. finally got them away In
a4 capital start. AS was auticipated,
the liveliest stroke of the light blues
gave them their earliest advantage and
their lead was increased at every
stroke. By the time Craven steps
were reached, Cambridge had a ciear
iength to the good and it was patent
to everyone that they had the race in
hand, barring accidents,

Huntley's somewhat sluggish stroke
appeared to be too slow to suit some
of the Oxford men behind him. Their
welght would have told, at least in the
earlier part of the race, had they been
given more chances. As it was, each
landmark on the river banks found
them further and further in the rear,
and at Harrod's stores their troubles
were increased by the wash of their
opponents.

Oxford Struggled Gallantly.

Off the saccharine works the dark
blue stroke made his effort and the
Oxford crew struggled gallantly, but
only for a short distance. Nelson (Cam-
bridge) did not quicken his stroke and
the gap was reduced to sbout a length
as the boats shot under Hammersmith
bridge. The effort took all the steam
out of the Oxonians, their stroke
dropped from 37 to 32 and the race
was practically over.

Cambridge came right away, pulling
comfortably at an average of thirty-
six strokes to the minute and in-
creased her lead without the siightest
effort. Before reaching Barnes bridge
the dark blues were in the Breatest
trouble, while the light blues, amid
hearty cheers, paddled past the ship,
at Mortlake, the easiest winners of the
tamest university boat race in many
years.

Officers’ Time Was 19:00.

The official time of the finish was
18:09, and the distance separating the
two boats was officially given out as
being five lengths, but it was nearly
eight lengths.

The spectators, especially the Oxon-

LOOPS LOOP ON BIKE

—

Bicycle Rider Makes Daring Trip
Around Inside of Circle With-
out Killing Himself

New York.—Robert §, Vandervoord
looped the loop on a bicycle at the Sea
Beach palace, Coney Island, last w ek,
for the benefit of a party of invited
guests.

Vandervoord made two trips around
the vertical loop, each ohe entirely sue-
cessful. Those who watched him fairly
gasped for breath, but Vandervoord
Was not in the least disturbed by his
perilous trip befere or after either at-
tempt,

Before this performance Vandervoord
had made forty practice trips, his pur-
pose belng to get the act down 8o fine
that he can perform twice a day by
either daylight or electrical light, -

Vandervoord is a six-footer and
Weighs 178 pounds. Before he tock up
the line which ke is now perfecting he
never performed anywhere in his life.
He is a civil engineer.

The success of Vandervoord’s feat de-
pends entirely upon his ability te keey
his bicycle straight. The only actual
danger that he encounters is the dan-
ger of swerving while coming down the
inciine or running & the boards while
rounding the loop. The structure which
has been built for Vandervoord is, in-
cluding the loop. about 200 feet long,
and the time which he. takes to make
the trip Is just six and two-fifth -
onds. There is about 100 feet of in-
cline at an angle of 30 degrees,

This is to
guide the rider, and he tries as nearly
as possibie to keep this line.
