A scant three hours
at the close of a trial prolonged fo:
nine weeks .and replete with sensa-
tional interest sufficed to enable the
Jury to reach their verdict. The issue
of the trial establishes the charge that
Patrick  conspired with Mr. Ric
valet, Charles F. Jones, to obtain pos
session of the aged Texan's estate, ess
timated at $7.000.000, and that Jones
kilied his emplover by the administra-
tion of chleroform at the direct in-
stigation of Patrick.

At the close of Recorder Goff's charge,
which occupied the morning session of
the court, the jury retired. This was at
1350 p. m. At 5:55 they notified the of-
ficer in charge that they were ready
to return to court, rather more than
an hour of the intervening time hav-
ing been devoted to luncheon.

In anticipation of a scene of excite-
ment in the event of a verdict of guiity,
the unusual step was taken of order-
ing all women to leave the eourt room.
Amonz them were the prisoner's two
Sisters and Mrs. Francis, with whom
he boarded.

Prisoner Hears His Fate.

With grave faces the members of the
jury filed into their places, and some
minutes @f painful tension elapsed
while messengers were endeavoring to
find the counsel, who had departed,
not expecting a verdict for many hours.

Calm as ever, and with confidence
seemingly unshaken, the prisoner was
escorted into the court room. He
walked rapidly and took his stand fac-
ing the jury with head erect and hands
leosely clasped behind his back.

At the word “guilty.” pronounced by
Foreman Machell in a tone low but
distinet enough to be heard throughout
the court, not the slightest change
passed over Patrick’s face, and he Te-
mained standing in an almost listless
attitude while the customary poll of
the jury was being taken. His aged
father, Captain Patrick, sitting near
bim and straining to catch the state-
ment of the foreman, started for an
instant as its import reached him, and
thern sat calmly awaiting the further
proceedings.

A smile of triumph lit up the face of
