MAY OBTAIN DAMAGES.

Raflway Employes Given Right, De-
spite Contracts.

The comtract which railroad men
have to sign exempting the company
from claims for damages has been de-
clared illegal by Judge Mullins of
Colorado. If thig decision is upheld and
furnishes a general precedent, rail-
road employes will be able to obta
judgments for damages for injuries re-
ceived in wrecks.

In the case ut issue, Clarence L.
Adams, a Pullman conductor, was in-
jured while riding on a Rio Grande
train which collided with a Rock Isi-
and train near Limon. He was so bad-
Iy injured that he is deformed for life,
as the injury to his back will not per-
mit him to stand erect. He brought
suit against the Denver & Rio Grande
and the Rock Island roads for §15,000.
These corporations pleaded the follow-
ing contract, which Adams was forced
to sign with the Pullman company be-
fore he could secure work:

“1 assume all risks of accidents ¢r
casualties by railway travei, or ather-
wise, incident to such employment and
service, and hereby, for myself, my
heirs, executors, administrators or
legal representatives, forever release,
acquit and discharge the Pullman com-
pany and its officers and employes
from any and all claims for Hability of
any nature or character whatsoever,
on aceount of any persomal injury or
death to me in such employment or
service,

“I am aware that said Pullman com-
pany secures the operation of its cars
upon lines of railroad by means of con-
tracts wherein said the Pullman com-
pany sgrees to indemnify the corpora-
tions or persons owing or contraliing
such lines of railroad against liability
on their part to the employes of said
the Pullman company in cases provid-
ed for in such contracts; and I do
hereby ratify all such contracts made
or to be made by sald the Pullman
company and do agree to protect, in-
demnity and hold blameless said the
Pullman company with respect to any
and all sums of mbney it may be com-
pelled to pay. or liabilities it may be
subject to, under any such contract, in
consequence of any  injury or death
happening to me.

“And this agreement may be gs-
signed to any such corporation or per-
son and used in its defense. I gx-
pressly declare that while so travai-
ing I shall not have the rights of a
passenger, with respect to such cor-
porations or persons, which righis I
do expressly renounce, and I hereby,
for myself, my heirs, executors, ad-
ministrators or legal representatives,
forever release, acquit and discharge
any and all such corporations and
persons.”
