Immediately after the opening of the
court Attorney Cherrington, for the
prosecution, moved the court for a con-
tinuance of the hearing until Friday
morning, May 9 at 11 a. m., and 'stat-
ed that he was at the present time
not prepared to have the case go to
trial, and did not think, with his pres-

ent knowledge of the facts in the case,

he could do justice to the government
or anyone concerned. The defense
having no objections to the continu-
ance, the motion was granted.
