Spencer Clawson Denies That He

Obtained it by Unfair

Means

Spencer Clawson yesterday filed in
the district court an answer to the ac
tion recently instituted against him by
George A Lowe and X B Sowles as
expiutors of the will of the late Boli-

var Roberts The executors charge
that Mr lawson bad obtained title to
a right of way known as Broadway
and opening on to First South street
east of Main street by1 fraudulent
means the right of way having former-
ly been owned jointly by the defendant
and Mr Roberts In lila answer Mr
Clawson denies every material allega-
tion in the complaint and alleges af
firmatively that he has paid large sums
of money for improving and maintain-
ing the right of way and defending-
the title to it and that plaintiffs have
always to pay defendant their
proportion of these expenditures

Specifically the defendant pleads that
plaintiffs had fall knowledge of the
fact that the right of way was taxed
IP the year U97 slid that they refused
to pay their shave of the taxes thereon
and in the course of redemption the
defendant with the knowledge of plain-
tiffs obtained a quit claim deed to the
property from the purchaser of the tax
titleMr

Clawson sets up that it would be
wholly unjust to him to permit the
plaintiffs to have a title to a half in-

terest in Broadway quieted In them
untU they are required to reimburse
him for all moneys paid out on account
of the right of way and to divide the
revenues received by plaintiffs on the
same account

The defendant demands that an ac
counting be made and that be be given
judgment against plaintiffs for what
ever may be found due to him and
that thereupon plaintiffs take nothing
by their complaint

H a section foreman at Colton John Smith the man who was shotIs about 27 years of age He Is In thesaloon business with his brother Hyrumat Oolton He was married about a weekbefore the shooting and his wife was expected to come to live about thetime the shooting occurred Mr Smithhaving returned from American
where he was married On the astMr Smith was in the store of his aunt

Mrs J V Smith Mrs Southwell came
into the store walked toward Smith and
shot at him three times one shot taking
effect In the abdomen He has recovered
from the effects of the shooting Mrs
Southwell has given as a reason for the
shooting since arrest that Improper
relations bad existed between herself
and Smith for about two that they
had agreed that she should obtain a di-
vorce from her husband and that Smith
and she would then be married that

I Smith instead of standing by this agree
ment married woman and when

l Mrs Southwell learned that and brooding
over his deception and his intention tq
bring his wife to Colton to live she be
came so wrought up that she tried to
kill him

Mr Smith denies that any improper re
lations existed between
and himself and professes to know no
reason for assault

The husband of Mrs Southwell had no
