THE HANDSOMEST IN TROPICS

The following account is from the
pen of the great traveler, M. M. Bal-
dou, and ig taken from his famous
book, “Bquatorial America.”

St. Pierre i8 the commerclal capital
»f Martinigue, one of the French West
Indies, and the largest of the group
belonging to that nation. Fort de
France is the political capital, situst-
«d about thirty miles from St. Pierre,
Bt Plerre is the best built town in the
J.esser Antilles, and has a population
of about 25006. The streets are well
i:av@d. and the principal avenues are
cautified by ornamental trees uni-
Tormiy planted. The grateful shade
thug obtained, and the long lines of
*harming arboreal perspective which
re formed, are desirable accessories
1o any loeality, but doubly o in trop-
fcal regions. The houses are very at-
tractive, while there is a prevailing
aspect of order, cleanliness and thri
everywhere apparent. It was not our
experience to meet one beggar in the
streets of St. Pierre. Motre or less of
poverty must exist everywnere, but it
does not stalk abroad here, as it does
in many rich and pretentious capitals
of the great world. The island is sit-
uated midway between Dominica and
St. Lucia, and ig admitted by all vis-
itors to be one of the most picturesque
of the West Indlan groups. Irregular
in shape, it i= also high and rocky,
thus forming one of the most promi-
nent of the large volcanic family
which sprang up s0 many ages ago in
these seas. Its apex, Mont Pelee, an

Hartially nxt}m- volcano, rises
between 4000 3n%” 5, %t above the
jevel of the ocean, and 18 the first point
visible on approaching the islanma::
the north. It would be interesting o
dilate upon the past history of Mar-
tinlque, for it has known not a little
of the checkered vicissitudes of these
Antilles, having been twice captured
by the English and twice restored to
France,

St. Plerre is gituated on the lee side
of the island, something less than
2,000 mileg, by the course we have
steered, from New York. and 200 miles
from St. Thomas. It comes down to the
very water's edge, with its parti-col-
ored houses and red-tiled roofs, which
mingle here and there with tall, over-
hanging cocoa palms. This is the
most lavishiy beautiful tree in the
world, and ore which never fails to im-
part special interest {o its surround-
ings.

Empress Was Born There.

A marble statue In the Place de la
Savane, at Fort de France, on the same
side of the island as St. Plerre, re-
calls the fact that this was the birth-
place of the Empress Josephine, born
in 1763. The statue represents the em-
press dressed (n the fashion of the first
empire, with bare arms and shoulders,
one hand resting on a medallion bear-
ing a profile of the emperor to whom
she was devoted. The whole js partial-
iy shaded by s half dogzen grand old
palms. The group teems with historic
suggestiveness, recalling one of the
mrast tragic chapters of modern Euro-
Ppean history. It seemed to us that the
artist had succeeded in imparting to
the figure an expression indicating
something of the sad story of the or-
iginal.
