Instant death at Ute Frater
ville coal mine located two miles west
of this town at 7M octoflk this morn
ins because of a gas explosion

Of the large number of men and boys
who went to work this morning only

la alive and he is so badly Injured
that he cannot live This man Je Wil
liam Morgan an aged Englishman
who was a roadman in the mine He
was blown out of the entrance by the
force of the explosion One hundred
and seventyflve miners were cheeked
in for work this morning by the mine
boss in addition to these there were
boys who acted ae helpers aid drivers
and roadmen and others to the number
of perhaps fifty

The FratervHle mine te the oldest
mine in the Coal Creek district having
been opened m 1870 It te fully three
miles from the opening of the mine to
the point where the men were at work
They had not been at work long before
the terrible explosion occurred There
was a fearful roar and then flames
shot from the entrance and the air
shafts As soon as possible two rescu-
ing parties were started in one at the
main entrance the other through the
Thistle mine which adjoins and in
which no men were at work

Gas Delayed Rescue
The Thistle party was unable to

make any headway as the gas stifled
the workers The Fraterville party
went fully two miles under the earth
until a heavy fall of slate was

At this barrier men worked des-
perately hoping against hope that

beyond might be sate
sews of the disaster spread

quickly and the scenes at the mouth
of the mine while the workers were
within were beyond description

Business was suspended in Coal
Creek and all its mines as soon as the
news became known and men women
and children gathered around the Frs
terville entranoe Women whose hus
bands and sons were within were wild
with grist All day long the rescuers
tolled at the slate obstruction and not
until oclock did they force aa en
trance through it

Up to that hour only five dead bodies
had been recovered and hope was SUIt
high that many miners within were
sate The hopes of the living were
