he would worm out of his predicament
he was not prepared to

The governing board of the exchange
had the matter under consideration all
day and the subject will be gives
further consideration today A member

the board was askel what had or
what was likely to be done in the mat-
ter late in the afternoon and he de
dared that while no decision had been
ro ched there was a sentiment not at
fill inimical to Mr Colburns interests
and he thought he would be assisted-
in his dilemma in very legitimate way

While none or the members of the
hoard would acknowledge it a report
gained currency that they were not at
all pleased with the action of the
hank in seeing to it that all checks
issued during the day in Qolburns
favor were secured and credited to his
account while the checks Issued to
other brokers by him were all repudiat-
ed This action it is claimed was un
fair if not illegal and it to just pos-
sible that the aid of the courts will
be Invoked to settle the question At
any rate it Is understood that a prop-
osition to employ an attorney was un-
der consideration at the meeting with a
view to his permanent retention
