jj Death and destruction followed
last night in the wake of the

worst tornado that ever visited
central Illinois The wind wrought
ruin and woe and the property Ion
will be tens of thousands of dollars
Thrre Is no way of estimating the
loss at present owing to the uncer-
tainty as to the effect upon the growing
crop which it is feared suffered
heavily

The saddest feature was the
of throe young women at a dance at
the town hall of Merna a village ten
miles east of this city There was aparty of 250 young men and women at
the dance in tire hall when the tornado
struck the building about 11 oclocklatt night Everybody rushed for the
door A number of young men held the
doors to prevent the people from es-
caping fearing that they might be injured or killed if they got outside

About half of them however es
caped and then the building collapsed
Th others were burled in the wreck
Tfcr e were killed and forty or fifty
others Injured some of them seriously

were horribly mutilated A number of

Merna got the brunt of the storm
and of the finest houses and
barns there were destroyed

Terrif Porce of Wind
The storm reached

bout 11 p m commencing with a fu-
rious electrical display Rain accom-
panied the wind and the business distnt suffered severely Many plate
glass windows were blown in and
storks of goods were badly damaged
Hundreds of big trees were broken off
at the trunks and the streets were al-
most impassable Telegraph and tele
phone poles were snapped in two and
thf trolley wires added to the blockade
Buildings all over the city were dam-
aged but no Mvi s were lost nor was
any one seriously Injured A man was
blown 600 feet but escaped with slight
bruises Just on the eve of commence
imnt the roof of Wesleyan university
was blown off and the interior was
damaged badly by water

The railroads report damaged tracks
due to washouts and a number of
freight wrecks due to telegraph poles
falling on the tracks So tar as now
known no one was killed or Injured in
this manner

Efforts are making to reach tie
small towns in the country It is be-
lieved several of have uttered
more or less damage

INDIANS MASSACRED

Mexican Troops Men

Women and Children Trying to
Exterminate Yaquis

Tucson Ariz June 1L Colonel Christy
resident of the Valley bank Phoenix

arrived here from Preitas
Sonora with details of a massacre of
YaquJ Indians men women and children
yesterday in the Santa Rosa canyon
thirtyfive miles from the Mines Prletas
mines by a detachment of General Ter
res troops

It appears that the Yaqul forces that
wece operating in that section had moved
further into the mountains leaving their
women and children in the Rosa
canyon under a guatd of eighty men Tht
Mexican troops came upon this band and
without wanting opened a terrible fireparing neither women nor children

the first volley the charged
down upon panic stricken
and massacred all within their reach Of
the guard of eighty Yaquis not a single
one survived and over 100 women and
children fell victims to the Mexican

and bayonets
The bodies of the dead were left in the

and the remaining women ani
children were to Min Prietan
by the soldiers and from that point will
be taken to Hermoslllo

The Mexican soldiers and rurale have
explicit orders to take no Yaqui men
prisoners but to kill in all cases This
order was illustrated yesterday when a
friendly Yaqoi miner came down to
Prietaa for supplies and was killed by the
rurales on the outskirts of the town

Terrible Slaughter
Colonel Christy says the massacre oc-

curred at daybreak Monday morning
The troops were of Torres command but

The canyon in which the Yaquis were

encamped was a long and narrow one
known as Santa Roe canyon Word was
brought to Torres at Minas Prletas
Sunday night that the main body of

had left the Santa canyon
nod gone further into the mountains
leaving their women and children in the
canyon with a small guard of men
Torres dispatched 660 troops to block the
mouth of canyon and surround the
Yaquto His instructions were to kill all
men and boys capable of bearing arms
The Mexicans secreted themselves

the entrance At daylight they poured a
terrible and deadly fire on the umnis-
pectmg kiinne men women and
children Indiscriminately Many of the
killed were mere infants The slaughter
Christy says was fearfuL The Mexican
troops only stopped their fearful work o

their victims
when exhausted from their labs

The Yaquis say they do not care to
fight that they are inclined
but are driven to desperation by the
Mexicans and as a last resort taken
up arms to protect their rights The
Mexican appears to be bent-
on exterminating the Ynqul people

roreign soil The objection to the
project of the cable company because
the cable was not built by American
labor he said would not stand inves
tigation He produced figures to show
that only 12 per cent of the cost of a
cable was expended for wages

Commercial Companys Plans

Newlands Defends Mackay-
Mr Newland8 of Nevada defended

John W Mackay president of the Com-
mercial Cable company from the as-
persions cast upon him yesterday He
paid a high tribute to Mr Mackay
he said had laid the foundation
great fortune in an humble way in

Instead being a monopolrst
he said Mr Mackay had mitered a con-
test on the sea Against the great At-
lantic cable monopoly and on land
against the Gould telegraph system
He also bad built the Hayti cable the
control of which was surrendered to
the United States during the Spanish
war In the same way he said the
cable to be built to the Philippines also
would be at the service of the govern
ment in time of emergency Mr
Mackay he said waa noted for his ro-
bust Americanism The very name of
J W Mackay he said was a guaran-
tee of the legitimacy of the enterprise
