GOES TO ASYLUM.

Dr. C. W. Higgins Is Declared to Be
Insane.

Suffering from the hallucination that
bis family was trying to burn Him
alive, shrieking, and struggling with
almost supernatural strength to free
himself from the officers, Dr. . W.
Higgins presented a pitiable signt in
the district court room yesterday, when

being examined for his sanity. He
was so violent that he could not be
\controlled at all and could only be

held in the room by muffs and the
combined strength of two officers,
Since yesterday morning the doctor
has been raving about, people trying
to burn him alive and destroy his
home, barn and fine horses.
clared that if the persecution did not

stop he would set fire 'to the world
and destroy everything.

While being examined. by County
Clerk James and Drs.. Mayo and

Keogh, he seemed to be under the im-
pression that' he possessed unlimited
means and declared he had 250,000,000
in his pocket. When his wife and
daughter appeared in the room he de-
clared they were trying to burn him
and ordered them out.

He was committed to the asylum, and
last night he was taken to Provo by
Deputies Sloan and Sleater. Once be-.
fore the doctor lost his reason for a
time, but never became so violent as
he is now. It is hoped that he will re-
cover under treatment at the asylum.

Nephi, June 13.~The testimony in the
MeGrath - murder “trial  was  pushed
through rapidly today, and the attornevs
for the detense say the defendant him-
self will] take the stand in his own be-
half tomorrow, The evidence now being
drawn out is in relation to the condition
of the defendant just before and after
the shooting, and not particularly about
the shooting itself.

Joseph Runnols was the first witness
called today. He testitied that on the
day of the shooting McGrath met him
in the shooting gallery and wanted to
trade a small gun for a larger one. The
witness refused to trade, but offered to
sell McGrath a gun for $, and finally
soid it, together with fifty-two cartridges.
John Hupfer and Miss Blanche Schmidt
testified as to seecing the defendant and
his wife on the day of the shooting.

John Hanpifin testified that MeGrath had
offered to trade him a .44 caliber gun for
a .35, but he said he had no .8 gun, and
sent the defendant to the shooting gal-
lery. E. H. Plummer said he saw the
defendant just after the shooting and
that he looked blank and dazed.

Charles Huish, a Eureka edltor, testi-
fied as to secing MeGrath shoot his wife,
and to taking the gun away from the
defendant after the shooting. Dr. T. ii.
Monahan testified as o the wounds made
by the bullets, and Mr, Mills and Mr
Ryan testified to what took place after
the shots were fired,
