-+ OR peventing Chief Paul's list of
14 appointments and promtoions in

the police department, ad pro-
vided for by the new ordinances, from
coming before the city council, Mayor
Thompson and Recorder Nystrom were
taken to task last night by - Council-
men Eardley and Cottrell, The latter
was most severe in his denunciation
of the obstructive tactics.. The other
Republican members were on the de-
fepsive, and the four Democratic mem-
be held aloof from the controversy.
For the first time in nearly three
months the entire fifteen councilmen
were present, and at oue stage it looked
as though every member would take
part in the discussion.

While it was generally known that
Chief Paul's list had been made up
Bome days ago, and that it included
the names of A. A. Alkire, George F.
Watson, Henry Jones, P, J. McDer-
mott, Charles M. Evans, Ben Seigfuss
and George A. Sheets, the former city
detective, to fill the four vacancies and
the three additional places on the force
provided for by the new ordinance, it
was not known unitl the disclosures
fast night that Mayor Thompson had
acled to have the appointments with-
held until there would be smoother
sailing to secure the reinstatement of
Detective Sheets,

Some of the councilmen expected that
the list of promeotions would accom-
pany the appointments, but those
closer in touch with the situation felt
gure that: the designation of the police
captain, the sergeants, etc., would be
a matter for later consideration.

Eardly Wanter the Reason.

Evidently Chairman Eardley of the
police committee had not been taken
intp the confidence of some of his col-
leagues, who, with the mayor, are
working strenudusly to secure the res-
toration of Detective Sheets to the po-
lice force, for he put the leading ques-
tion at an opportune time of why the
appointments from Chief Paul had not
been read.

“The chief told me this morring that

he had sent the names in,” wus the
way Eardley clinched his anxious
query.

“I haven't got the chief's
ments tonight,” was
strom’s guarded reply.

“This seems most peculiar,” urged
¥ardley. “The chief was most posi-
tive in his asgurance to me this morn-
ing. In fact, he said he had sent in the
names a week ago,” added the chair-
man of the police committee. *“Were
ithey recalled?”

“They were sent back,” answered the
recorder,

“At whose reguest?”

“Chief Paul's, I suppose,” replied Ny-
strom. “I received a telephone message
from him today, and 1 sent his com-
munication back this afternoon by mail
for further instructions.”

Message From Chief Paul.

For the time Eardley dropped the
subject, but gave notice that he would
call it up later in the evening. Just be-
fore adjournment he informed the
council that he had telephoned to Chief
Paul, and again received the assurance
that his list of appointments had been
in the recorder's hands a week ago or
more. Eardley demanded to know w hy
the appointments had not been pre-
sented a week ago, why they were not
ihen forthcoming, and who was with-
holding them.

“I received the chief’s communication
more than a week ago, but I was in-
structed by the mayor by telephone to
withhold it from the council,” was Re-
corder Nystrom's answer to Council-
man Eardley. *“The mayor said the
chief knew of his instructions, and
that the chief would rurther advise me
about presenting the names. The chief
is thoroughly cognizant of the facts in
the matter, and this afternoon 1 sent
the appointments by mail back to him
at Lis request, and for instructions,”

Censured the Mayor, -

Fresident Cottrell took the floor to
say that the matter was very annoy-
ing. It seemed to him that the mayor
had been interfering and that |0mMeonsa
clge was taking undue liberties with
the council. Cottreil proposed to put
& stop to such proceedings of outside
interferences in affairs of the council
by moving that the recorder be di-
rected to hereafter permit no one ex-
cept the person sending a communica-
tion to the council to withdraw it, and
that the recorder himself shell not
withhold any communication unless by
consent of the council committee to
which the matter may be referred.

Wbertson characterized the discus-
sion on the part of BEardley and Cot-
trell as a tempest in a teapot, He
made the point that Recorder Nystrom
had acted in good faith, because Chief
Paul had consented to the withhold-
ing of his communication and later to
its return to him,

Eardley again took the floor to say
that it has been contended all along
that the police force is crippled, and
Just as an opportunity was presented
10 increase the force, obstructive tac-
tics were resorted to., He suggested
that the chief’'s appointments be con-
gidered on their merits and the ap-
pointees be either confirmed or turned
down.

Neither Daveler nor Thomas was
willing to go on record as casting an
unwarranted imputation upon the city
recorder, as they believed Cottrell's
maotion intended, but the' mover was
guick 1o say that he did not ques-
tion the Integrity nor veracity of the
councii's clerk,

Cottreli's motion was overcome with
a motion to adjourn, which carried
over Lhe negative votes of only Eard-
ley and his colleagues from the Sec-
ond who had forced an exposure of
the mayor's hand.
