PRAISE FOR EMPEROR

Morgan Says the Kaiser Is a
Great Man—Is In Sympathy
With Ship Combine.

New York, July 8—J. Pierpont Mor-
gan’s arrival here caused a great stir,
cables the Berlin correspondent of the
Herald. When Mr. Morgan, accom-
panied by his daughter, sauntered
through Unter den Linden he was easily
recognized by his resemblance to the
pxctures and cartoons with which the
German public bave been almost daily
entertained.

At one of the news stands Mr. Mor-
gan lingered long encugh to see a car-
toon of himself in Lustige Blatier,
showing him lying at full length over
2 map of America and stretching out
his hands to England and Germany.

Asked about his meeting with the
kaiser, Mr. Morgan said:

“I am very sorry, but I cannot say
anything about the kaiser. He was ex-
ceadingly courteous to us. He is a great
man, for a fact.”

Clement ‘A, Griscom, who was with
the party on board the Meteor, said:

“The Angio-Saxon countries—the
United States, Great Britzin and Ger-
many—are destined to rule the sea and
commerce. Germany is a growing na-
tion. 'The kaiser is fully acquainted
with the relations between the Trans-
Atlantic Shipping company, which Mr.
Morgan has formed, and the German
steamship companies. In fact, the
kaiser is acquainted with ali the de-
tails, and shows a marvelous grasp of
carrent affairs.

“While we were on board the Meteor
he assumed charge and directed like
a lifelong seaman: in fact, he would
have led the Meteor in as a winner of
the first prize except for the large
handicap given the boat.

*“The kaiser sympathizes with our ef-
forts in doing away with unnecessary
competition between the various trans-
Atlantic lines and effecting economy.

“I have no doubt the kaiser is be-
coming more and more popular, not
only among his own people, but in oth-
er couniries, When Prince Henry vis-
ited the United States a member of the
New York Yacht club decided to make
a reiurn by coming over to the
meeting at Kiel. I am sure that the
attendance of an increasing number of
American yachts at Kiel is now cer-
tain.

“The kaiser expressed admiration for
Mr. Morgan. 1 think he believes the
United States is a good country to mod-
el after. There is no reason to fear
rivairy, either, between Germany and
the United States from a commercial
standpoint. All may work together
for a common end.”
