York banks last week showed a gain
of 3106100 in cash of which 2661500
consisted of specie and 444600 legal
tenders The estimated increase based
unorrthe of money
during the week was 4567100 and the
discrepancy of 1461000 between the
official and estimated gain was
prjpbably due toy the average system
the largest payments banks on
subtreasury operations having been
made at the end of the week The
loans decreased 3448200 Indicating a
normal business by the banks for the
week The deposits fell off 1505100
whereas deducting from the loss of
loans the gain in cash there should
have been a decrease of only 342800
In deposits Therefore the statement-
is technically capable of proof The
required reserve was reduced 376275
through the above noted decrease in
deposits This sum added to the gain
in cash makes 3482375 increase in
surplus reserve which item now is 15

709275 against 21029375 at the
day a year ago If there

shall be no important demands in the
near future upon the banks from their
correspondents for currency for crop
purposes and the New York institu-
tions continue to gain cash through
subtreasury operations as now seems
probable further gains in cash and in
surplus reserves may be reasonably
