The San Francisco papers with ac-

Jeffries’ favor in the eighth round as
proof. Sporting Editor Naughton of
the Hearst paper is very bitter in his
arraignment of the fighters, while none
of the other sporting writers of the
city, except the assistants of Naugh-
ton, even intimate that such is the
case. Below are a number of opinions
given on the fight, as taken from the
San Francisco press:

W. W. Naughton in Examiner.

Jefiries won his fight with Fitzsiln-
mons last night in the eighth round,
but it appears to me I can produce in-
disputable evidence that the so-called
championship contest was a rank fake,
and that it was a prearranged affair
for Fitzsimmons to go to the floor in
the round mentioned. From what I
consider a trustworthy source I re-
ceived the information last Thursday
that the fight would end in the round
mentioned. I wrote a signed statement
setting forth the facits as I had re-
ceived them, and. sealing them in an
envelope, handed them to Mayor
Schmitz Thursday night, asking him
not to open the same until after the
fight. .

This was done, and the contents we
as told by the mayor himseif. Now as
to the fight itself.

It Jooked as though Fitzsimmons, on
couid
have kept right along, and either
blinded Jeffries or cut him down sys-
tematically.

Fitzsimmons certainly never fought
neater or better in the whole course of
his career. He was light on his feet
and faultless in his judgment of dis-
tance. He drew back frequently and
allowed Jeffries’ big fist to graze his
face. He was as cool as a cucumber,
and he fought with the precision of a
smoothly working piece of machinery.

He drew blood from Jeffries’ nose in
the first round. In the second Jeffries
scored several body blows and gained a
slight lead.

Fitzsimmons was himself again when
the third round began. He stabbed
away at the swollen nose, and then he
tried one of hig spiteful left swings.
There was a twist of the lean hips, a
wrench of that freckled left shoulder,
and the blow started for Jeffries’ face.
It took him on the cheek, and a cut,
from which the biocod welled, appeared
beneath the champion’s right eye.

Fitzsimmons still held the lead in the
fourth, fifth, sixth and seventh rounds,
though Jeffries rushed repeatedly and
seemed to be rapping the Cormishman
on the body while he had him pinned
against the ropes. Bob smothered
many of these punches with his gloves.
but they were hard ones, which went
through his guard and landed on his
skinny frame. At that he did not seem
to be much distressed. He was evi-
dently tired, though, owing to the fast
pace at which they had fought.

Jeffries did not box up to his usual
standard. He was firm on his feet, and
he moved rapidly, but he was wrong in
his estimate of distance many times.
He fell short with his swings repeated-
ly, and the best blows he got in were
while the Cornishman's back was
against the ropes.

In the eighth and concluding round
Fitzsimmons still held the advantage,
and every time he put in a ciip on Jef-
fries’ blood-covered face the crowd
yvelled. It seemed as if a Fitzsimmons’
victory was impending, and that it was
bound to be a popular one.

Jeffries forced Fitzsimmons towards

The Cornishman arose almost
ag soow as the count was finished, and
he reeled and stared-in what appeared
to me to be an artificial manner. His
eyes were rolling, but they were as
bright as beads.

Jeffries did not lose any time in leav-
ing the ring. As a rule, the winner of
a championship fight remains in his
corner many minutes, but some notion !
ef Jeffries’ speed in getting outside of
the ropes may be gauged from the fact
that he was called back to shake hands
with Fitzsimmons, who was still stag-
gering around. It probably took Mr.
Jeffries fifteen seconds to pull off his |
gloves and place himself outside of
the ring. '

Jeﬁr.ies' actions in making his escape |
so quickly reminded me of the night
that Gans cleared out of the ring in
Chicago after boxing his memorable
fake with Terry McGovern.

Effect of the Blow.

A blow such as the one described
knocks the wind out of a man, and the

occurred in the eighth round was a
mere coincidence. When I saw him
standing there. bright-eyed and smil-
ing. and sayving something to Jeffries,
which, of course, I could not hear, he-
tween the body blow and the knockout,
I was puzzled, “Then, when I saw him
s.mk to the floor after a comparatively
light swing on the head it came to me
like a flash that the information I had
received was bona fide, and that the
San Franciso public had been made the
victim of another ring swindle.

So much was apparent in the sharp,
ejaculatory comment as the fight pro-
gressed. It was the blood that flowed
from Jeffries in the second round that
encouraged the spectators of this com-
bat to believe in Fitzsimmons; it was
the agile, swift movement of the lean
Australian as he reached for all the
vital exposures on his antagonist’s
body that incited derisive cries from
the anknowing who believed that the
staggering )

surprised and wondered what it all
meant.

Some of those who know all about
these things are wondering still

Most of these experts probably know

by this time what it all means.
However, that is neither here nor
there as far as the character of that

| mass of humanity packed under the

electric lights of the ringside was con-
cerned. No thought of the manner of
this fight or the dubious conclusion of
the contest diverted the attention of
that assemblage from the details of
each round. Beyond the immediate
disaster of each blow or the success
of each skilled maneuver, the fore-
sight of the spectators could not pene-
trate,

There was doubt when Jeffries land-
ed and there was doubt when Fitzsim-
mons, eluded the smashing strokes of
his huge muscled opponent.

There was doubt still until the long-
limbed fighter went down in the throes
of defeat in the éighth round.

It was in barbaric temper that the
great crowd gathered to witness the
fight between James Jeffries and Rob-
ert Fitzsimmons. Elemental passion
swayed the multitude, and fierce de-
light filled the heart of each onlook-
er. Like a storm of gusty wrath the
rage of the mob swept through the
arena, lifting the peaceful tradesman
out of his calm or anxious pursuit of
the greasy dollar and flinging him
backward through the whirling cen-
turies to the time when commerce was
on the simple plan “that they should
keep who can”; reincarnating the
plodding product of modern civiliza-
tion with the spirit of ancestors that
conquered with Alaric and Attila or
turned down their thumbs to see the
gladiator die on the thirsty sands of
imperial Rome’s all-consuming amphi-
theatre.

And the thumbs were down for Jef-
fries from first to last.

It was for Fitzéimmons that the mob
roared in' fhe sixth round, when the
champion reeléd te the facers that
crimsoned thé gloves of both men—a
mascuiine roar that filled the night
with a vast yolume of gladness from
the lips of men who love to see the
blood of fighting men flowing freely.

It was then that this crowd of other-
wise peaceful burghers yelled their
loudest.

There is nothing articulate in the
voice of -a multitude, but there is a
meaning in every tone.

The first welcoming shout rever-
berated with cordial human sympathy
—it was the salutation of men who love
strife and would road a greeting to
anything that ministers to their lust
for combat.

There was nothing mercenary in that
first cry of the crowd—the thought of
gain or loss was not in it. The confi-
dence of those who had wagered their
sesterces on Jeffries had pot been mis-
taken by the vicissitudes of desper-
ate blows and K subtle strategy: the
hopes of thos¢ who had ventured lit-
tle to gain much on the chance that
Fitzsimmons might win had not been
shattered by the hammering strokes of
his agile antagonist.

There was nothing in the appari-
tion of the fighters to rouse the baser
instincts of the shouting spectators,
nothing to incense, notking to make
angry.

All that came later.

In that later cry there was little that
reminded one of the human voice. It
was the snarl of 10,000 wild beasts eager
to leap upon their prey: it was the
vell of the cave man rushing to battle;
it was the shriek of the host that
fought with stone bludgeons in the
paleolithic age; it was the primal voice
of mankind, that may never be elimi-
nated as long as men are brave and
proud and strong, whether in defense
of tharight or to protect the wronged—
toe hurl down the oppressor or to lift
up the weak.

All this was working in the minds of
the spectators of this fight until Jef-
fries ended it with that terrific body
blow and that resistless swing on the
jaw.

T :t is to say, it looked terrific, and
it seemed resistless.

And vet, when Fitzsimmens had been
counted out; when he lay doubled on
the platform; when he struggled to
his feet and clung, face downward, to
the ropes, a great doubt swept through
that motley throng.

Why had this man gone down so
readily? What had really happened to
him? Was he really what he appeared

| to be—a whipped prize fighter?

The crowd was silent as each observer
of this strange procedure debated with
himself. Then a low murmur began
to rise along the tiers, and graduaally it
deepened to a hoarse growl that sound-
ed like a protest.

Within the time that had occupied
the referee to count him out Fitzsim-
mons was at the ringside as fresh as

| when he began that fatal eighth rqund

—not a scratch on his glistening hide.
not a bruise to mar the lean outline of
his anatomy, no trace of other blood
than that which he had drawn in com-
bat with his antagonist—a lithe, active,
confident pugilist, whose strength was
still in all his muscles, whose nerve was
unshaken by the seemingly awful or-
deal through which he had just passed.

Moreover, his chest was full of wind
and out of his throat piped the familiar
accents-that have often roused the mad
enthusiasm of mobs like that which he
now addressed;"but who, unlike those
other mobs, now listened with a broad
sneer on unbelieving lips.

That a man who weighed
sixty pounds less and was sixteen
years older than his opponeni could
do what Fitzsimmons did to Jeffries
tonight seems almost impossible. I do
not mean to say that he had the best
of it, but I do say that he is the most

wonderful man of his years in the
world.”

“I am beaten, and the best man in
the world did it. He is the best of
them ali, and he would have staid
champion if I had won because I was
going to give him back the champion-
ship right here in the ring.

Saying this he tore off the gloves,
stained red with Jeffries’ blood, and
huried them with all his force right
and left into the crowd. The audience
made the arena shake with its ap-
plause.

Fitzsimmoms turned about and seiz-
ing a bottle of cold tea from one of his
seconds, began to drink from it. As
he did so he ran full on to Jeffries,
who had come over to shake his hand.

““Here’s to you, Champion Jeffries,”
said Fitz, and he half emptied the bot-
tle. Jeffries took it from him and drank
in turn to his opponent.

“Well, you beat me, Jim,” said Fitz-
simmons. “I didn’t think you could do
it. You are the best of them all, and
let me tell you, if you hadn’t won
you’'d be champion tonight still, be-
cause I was going to hand it over to
yvou. You are the best of them all, but
say, Jim, I wasn’t right the last time,
sure I wasn't. I didn't know I was
fighting.”

TROLLEY CARS COLLIDE

TOO MANY OFFICERS.

Commissioners Seek Method of Elim-
inating Ogden Officials.

The board of county commissioners
is desirous of acting under the recent
decisions of Judge Rolapp and abolish-
ing the superfiuous offices of justice of
the peace in Ogden. After some inves-
tigation, however, it has been found
that the work is beset with difficulties
and complications which may prevent
its eonsummation. The board had the
idea of consolidating all the five city
precincts into one, thus dispensing with
four of the justices and constables.
However, the officers cannot be legis-
lated out of office, and they were
elected to serve till Jan. 1 next. The
board, therefore, cannot abolish four
of the districts, because the officers
named must “be residents of the pre-
cinct for which they are elected,” and
such action by the board would in ef-
fect legislate their official residences
from under them. The law as applied
in Salt Lake differs from that which
must apply in Ogden, because a spe-
cial clause was inserted in the act cov-
ering this emergency in cities of the
first class.

One way out of the difficulty which
has been suggested is for the boa~d to
leave things as now until the terms of
the present board are about to ¢xpire,
in December, and then consolidate all
the offices into one. The succeeding
county board can then elect a justice
and constable to fill that one vacancy.

BLAZE IN STORE.

Fire Does Damage to Millinery Es-
tablishment.

A fire last night at 10 o’clock dam-
aged the millinery establishment of
Mrs. W. H. Toller, 2404 Washington
avenue, to the amount of between $1,-
000 and $1,500. The place was closed all
day, hence there is considerable of a
mystery about the origin of the flames.
