tion William J Bryan this afternoon
discussed the Problems of Govern-
ment

Mr Bryan prefaced his address
which was of two hours duration with-
a denial that lie will again seek to be
come the national standard bearer of
the Democratic party his denial being
contained in the following phrases

I hope you will give me credit with
possessing a higher ambition than that
to be had with the office of president
of the United States I am too demo
cratic to covet ambition that only a
few In one generation can share I
prefer the honor of being a private
citizen as an honor greater than that
of a king

Throughout his discussion of the mo
mentous problems now engaging the
attention of the two great political
parties Mr Bryan occasionally tapped
a vein of quiet humor that generated
smiles on many

You will recall he said that the
Republicans have had two telling
chances at me and on this occasion I
would seek one at them In dealing
with the theme of Problems of Gov
ermnent I shall endeavor to inject
enough religion to suit a Republican-
and enough politics to curry favor with
a Democrat

Moral Phase of Subject
Mr Bryan stated that primarily it

was his purpose to deal with the
moral phase of the subject He re-
garded the cultivation of the moral
element as a paramount issue and de
dared that history supported his con-
tention that moral decay had presaged-
the ruin of every nation that had fallen

A nation said Mr Bryan Is
only in proportion to its moral

excellence
lie declared that the present admin

istration had developed a tendency to
amend Gods roly ordinances Thou
shall not steal Thou shalt not kill

Thou shalt not covet by adding an
apologetic when done on
a very large scale

Reference was made to the Philippine
question and the conduct of the Amer-
ican soldiery in suppressing the

He denounced imperialism
at great length then reverting to the
Currency question proclaimed himself-
as an apostle of free silver as
over

He further denounced what he termed
the plutocracy of wealth the tariffs
and injunctions and said that the only
possibility of suppressing anarchy
rested in the education of the people to
love their government

Mr Bryan stated with marked em-
phasis that if he had the power every
article manufactured by trusts would

placed on the free list although he
sincerely doubted if this strenuous and

measure yould wholly frus
tnte the trusts

ISLANDERS PROHIBITED

Immigration Bureau Forbids Land-
ing of Porto Ricans and Filipinos
Washington Aug Commissioner

Sargent of the Immigration bureau
with the approval of Secretary Shaw
has issued a circular letter prohibiting
the coming to the United States of
residents and natives of Potts Rico
and the Philippines except after the
same examination as is enforced
against other alien immigrants The
circular Is as follows

To Collectors of Customs Immigrant
Inspectors Chinese Inspectors and
Other Officers Jiarged With the Ad-
ministration ot the Immigration and
Chinese Exclusion Laws ynder the
provisions of the act of congress ap-
proved April 12 1900 and July 1 1902
the people of the Island of Porto Rico
and of the Philippine islands have been
declared to be citizens of those islands
respeqtively and as such are entitled
to the protection of the United States

You are therefore advised that the
provisions of the laW regulating immi-
gration including which pre-
scribe payment of the head tax apply
to the residents and natives of Porto
Rico anti the Philippine islands and
moreover that the provisionsof the
laws relating to the exclusion of Chi-
nese to all or such persons asare
of the Chinese race

The citizens and residents of the
said islands therefore should be ad-
mitted to the United States on the same
conditions and subject to the same ex-
aminations as are enforced against
people from countries over which the
United States claims no right of sover-
eignty whatever
