Mr. James Sandusky, who is au eld
and well known traveler, and who has
recently settled in Chicago, while com-
ing in from Pewee valley on the elec-
tric line yesterday afternoomn told an
interesting story about Henry Clay, the
great Kentucky statesman. Mr. San-
dusky in his youth lived in Mr. Clay's
district during the time when Henry
Clay was at his prime as a lawyer,

“A man was once being tried for
murder,” said Mr. Sandusky, “and his
case looked hopeless indeed. He had
without any seeming provocation mur-
dered one of his neighbors in cold
biood. Not a lawyer in the county
would touch the case. It looked bad
enough to ruin the reputation of any
barrister.

“The

man, as a last extremity, ap-
pealed to Mr. Clay to take the case for
him. Eve one thought that Cilay

would cer v refuse. But when the
celebrated lawyer looked into the mat-
ter his fighting blood was roused, and,
to the great surprise of all, he ac-
cepled.

“Then came a trial,
I have never seen. Clay slowly carried
on the case, and it looked more and
more hopeless. The only ground of de-
fense the prisoner had was that the
murdered man had looked at him with
such a fierce, murderous look that out
of self defense he had struck first, A
ripple passed through the jury at this
evidence.

“The time came for Clay to make his
defense. It was settled in the minds
of spectators that the man was guilty

played his last and master card.

FOR HOT WEATHER.

Iced Chocolate and Other Cooling
Drinks as Thirst Quenchers.
(Mrs. M. T. Wentworth in Pittsburg
Post.)

Chocolate is so generally served hot
that the cool summer drink is far less
familiar than it should be. When care-
fully made and served, it is delicious,
as well as wholesome, and can safely
be recommended for delicate children
and elderly people. Put one ounce of
unsweetened chocolate into a saucepan
and stir into it gradually one pint of
beoiling water, stirring all the time. Put
the saucepan on the fire and stir until
the chocolate is ail dissolved, then add
one pint of granulated sugar and stir
until it begins to boil; cook for three
minutes longer without stirring, then
strain and cool. Add one teaspoonful
of vanilla extract, bottle and store in
a cool place. When needed, put two
tablespoons of crushed ice in a tem-
bler, add two tablespoonfuls of ihe
chocolate syrup, three tablespoonfuls
of whipped cream, one gill of milk and
stir thor-

A simple wholesome drink that can

symmer months is always in demand,
and an excellent one can be made with
home-made caurrent jelly as the main
flavoring. For the foundation boil two
pounds of sugar and a quart of water
together for five minutes; skim thotr-
oughly, then add the juice of two lem-
ons and one large orange, Strain care-
fully, and finally stir in a pint of cur-
rent jelly: countinue stirring until the
jelly is entirely dissolved, then place
on ice until very cold. At the moment
of serving add a bountiful supply of
ice.

Tea “punch” is a novelly, and is also
a very good summer drink. Peel three
oranges and cut into slices, add one
small pineapple, shredded, and three or
four bananas thinly sliced: over all
pour the juice of eight lemons; set this
away in a cool place to blend. Make
tweo quarts of rather weak tea by pour-

ing that gquantity of freshly boiled wa- |

ter over two heaping teaspoonfuls® of
tea, and let it draw for five minutes,
then strain and dissolve it in one pound
lump sugar; when cool, add the
fruit, chill with ice, and serve.

Perfect lemonade is not common; to
it at its best, the water and
sugar should be boiled together to form
a syrup. Allow a half-pound of sugar
to each quart of water, and beil to-
gether for five minutes, then strain and
set aside 1o cool. To this quantity of
syrup allew four good-sized lemons,
rub two of them with a few lumps of
sugar until they have absorbed the oil,
then add them to the syrup: squeeze
the juice from all the lemons, remove
the pips, and stir into the prepared
syrup. Serve very cold in thin tum-
blers. To make a more elaborate drink,
add a few crushed strawberries or rasp-

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HYPNOTIC CURES.

Result of Experiments in an English
Insane Asylum.
(London Hospital)

In a lecture delivered before the
King's College Medical society, Dr.
Milne Bramwell gave an interesting
sketeh of the subject of hypnotism. De-
seribing the experiments of Florel, who,
till recently, was medical director of

the Burgholi asylum and one of the |

professors of the University of Zurich,
he said that he succeeded in. hypno-
tizing nearly all his asylum attendants,
both male and female, a large propor-
tion of them becoming profound som-
nambules. For ten years experiments
were made :in regard to the use of
hypnotism in the night watching of
dangerous lunatics. Warders were hyp-
notizsed and trained to sieep by the
bedside of these patients and to awake
the instant they heard them attempt
to get out of bed. the hypnolic sug-
gestion being made use of to inhibit
all sounds which had no reference to
the duty laid upon them, and it was
found that warders so hypnotized could

perform night duty for six months and |

work hard all
signs of fatigue.

successful, and no accident of any
occurred.

short hypnotic trance, advocated the
use of the curative effects of prolonged
hypnotic sleep. Wetterstrand

disorder by keeping the patients in the
hypnotie trance for three or four weeks.
Without rousing them patients were

fed at stated intervals, and the action |

of the bowels and bladder were regu-
lated by suggestion and thus
as well as phvsical rest was given, in
addition to such therapeutic advan-
tages a8 might be gained by the aid
of suggestion.

Dr. Milne Bramwell says that. al-
though every one cannot be deeply hyp-
notized, profound states are not neces-
sary for the successful employment of
suggestion, and the number of persons
insusceptible in some d ee of hypnotie
influghce is extremely small. Among
other disease he gives the following as
those in which hypnotism has given
good results: “Hysteria, neurasthenia,
dipsomania and other drug habits, ob-
sessions, moral perversities and nerv-
ous tricks in children.” We may add
that, as far ag the treatment of dipso-

mania is concerned, it seems not en- |

tirely impossible that some of the start-
ling results which are said to have been
obtained at certain institutions for the

treatment of this condition may have |
been the outcome of an unacknowiedgead |

but none the less effectual application
of hypnotic suggestion.
