force of his blows Is even greater than
the hard ones with which John L
Sullivan used to terrify isis opponents
and Jeffries ability to take punishment
without its having apparent effect on
his speed is much greater than that
of any pugilist on record Many men
are game under a stiff jabbing and keep
coming but there is evidently only one
who can take so much of it and still
be as strong as ever Jeffries Is cer-
tainly a wonderful man
