PREPARATION for the annual
| I encampment of the National Guard
of Utah at Lagoon during the week
commencing Tuesday, Sept. 2, general
orders were issued® yesterday from
headquarters of the First brigade di-
recting the movements of the various
companies which are required to par-
ticipate in the encampment, and nam-
ing in what manner the men shall come
equipped for the outing. Company D
is not included in the call, for the rea-
son that it was recently mustered out
on account of inefficiency.

The orders call attention to the stat-
ute which makes it an offense for an
employer to refuse a guardsman leave
| of absence from his employment to
| take part in the encampment. Follow-
ing is the text of the orders issued yes-
terday:

Orders For the Guard.

Headquarters First Brigade, Nationail
(&u:\rd of Utab, Salt Lake City, Aug. 28,
902

General Order No, 5.

First—In compliance with general order
No. 27, dated headquarters National
Guard of Utah, adjutant general’s office,
Salt Lake City, Aug. 5, 132, Lagoon re-
sort, Davis county, Utah, is hereby desig-
uated as the site of the annual encamp-
ment of the National Guard of Utah.

Second—The various organigations of
the guard will assemble at the armory at
Salt Lake City, at 6 a. m. on Tuesday,
Sept. 2, 192, and the column will move at
6:30 a. m. for the place of encampment.
| Company E, Manti, will leave there by the
{ Rio Gramde Western train at 1:25 P. m. on
rMunrm_v. Sept. 1. They will report at
{ the armory on Market street on the
| evening of that date, where guarters an
| Subsistence will be provided. Company
Bountifyl, will leave that station at
2 a. m. on Tuesday, Sept. 2, 1902, re-
porting at the encampment at the Lagoon
resort. This command will breakfast be-
fore starting. - Company A, Nephi, will
leave there by the Ore S Line
train at 3:05 p. m. on Sept. 1.
Company G, at Provo, will leave that
point by the Oregon Short Line train at
435 p. m., Monday, Sept. 1. Both com-
panies will reach the armory on the
evening of that date, where quarters and
subsistence will be provided.

Third—-Captain Sam S. Porter, First
regiment, National Guard of Utah, is
hereby detailed to act as commissary of
subsistence, and First Lieutenant W. C.
Webb to art as guartermaster for this
encampment of the guard. In all ar-
rangements for transportation of outside
companies the latter officer will consult
with and respect the recommendations of
the adjutant general.

Equipment For Each Man.

Fourth—Each man will provide himseit
with two warm blankets, gray in color,
if possible, but one of which must be
gray, for use as the cover of blanket roll;
also warm clothing, a change of under-
clothes, towels, soap, toilet articles, two
extra pairs of socks and an extra pair of
shoes. Commanding officers wiil caution
their men against burdening themseives
with superfluous baggage. No valises,
satchels or hand grips will be allowed.
All officers entitled to ‘be mounted shall
provide themselves with mounts, for
which forage and subsistence will be pro-
vided in accordance with general orders
No. 27, adjutant general's office. None
but regulariy enlisted and enrolled men
will accompany the commands, and com-
manding officers will be held responsibla
for the conduct of their commands going
to and from the eneamovment.

Fifth—Commanding officers of the va-
rious organizations of the nationa] guard
will immediately report to these head-
quarters the number of men of their re-
spective organizations whe will be on
duty during the encampment in grder
that proper arrangements for transpor-
tation, tentage and subsistence may be
made. Particular attention is called to
article 12, paragraph 353, of regulations,
National Guard of Vtah, relating to
leave of absence and furlough: also to
article 34, paragraph 219, in relation to
failure to respond to the cali of the
commander in chief.

His Death Is Sincerely Mourned by
His Many Eureka Friends.

Eureka, Aug. 26.—The news of the death
of Albert Welker in the Silver King mine
at Park City veésterday was received with
deep sorrow. in Fureka and Robinson,
where Mr. Welker resided for about
twelve years. For a long period he was
engineer at the Bullion-Beck mine during
the most prosperous period of its history.
Later he took charge of the Hotel Mam-
moth at Robinson and was very popuilar
with the mining men and commercial
travelers who frequented that hostelry.
When the strike was made in the Lower
Maminoth mine about two yvears ago Mr.
Welker bought heavily of the shares of
the company on margins. He had such
faith in the future of the mine that he
refused to sell, even when the stock went
to 85, and with many others was wiped
out in the memorable siump that foi-
lowed, which spared no Tintic securities.
One of Mrs. Welker's sisters is the wife
of William Mcintyre, who was for sev-
eral years the president of the Mammeoth
Mining company. It was he wheo built the
Hotel Mammoth, famed as the best coun-
try hotel in Uwah. During their resi-
dence in Eureka Mr. and Mrs. Welker
were the center of a coterie of joily
yvoung married people, and their pleasant
home on Church street was the scene of
many happy events in society.

A DISTURBING ELEMENT

M. DeWitte, Russian Finance
Minister, a Source of Anxiety
to Business Interests.

(€orrespondence of the Associated Press.)

St. Petersburg, Saturday, Aug. 9.—
The last note of M. DeWitte, the Rus-
Sian minister of finance, to the foreign
press on the sugar question, has not
been published in Russia.

Among those Russians who have
read it in foreign papers, it appears to
have caused unbounded astonishment.
M. DeWitte's conviction that “in this
Question the powers will be guided by
their interest and not by what is
right,” and his threat, in case any in-
Crease of duties is enforced against
Russian sugag, “that the Russian gov-~
ernment will consider itself free to
disregard treaty stipulations when it
thinks fit,” along with the systema of
guerilla tariff warfare laid down, are
consldered as outwitting even the Rus-
sian finance minister. The Russian
critics of M. DeWitte point out that
as the sugar convention will become
effective after the expiration of most
of the Russian commercial treaties, th
finance ministry will be wise “not to
take general measures against the
Powers collectively,” “but (o adopt
“measures which will be the most ad-
vantageous for Russia in the special
circumstances of each case.”

They also point out that ahea* 2
Year ago M. DeWitte was fulminating
threats of what he would do in case
Germany carried out her tariff pelicy
threats of which nothinz meors bas
been heard. Always a subject of hve-
ly interest, M. DeWitte and his finan-
cial system and policy have latelv more
than ever engaged the sarious atten-
tion of Russian economists and men of
affairs generally. They are filied with
uncencealed misgivings when tl.ey con-
sider the situation of the country after
ten years of his administration and it
is expressing matters mildly to say
that the possibility of his plunging the
country into a seéries of commercial
conflicts has caused downright alarm
in wide circles of Russian pablic. The
anxiety would be intemsified were it
not suspected that M. DeWitte is in-
dulging in a bit of bluff.

Since M. DeWitte procured the clos-
ing of the imperial free economical so-
ciety after over 100 years of honored
activity, his critics have been largely
silenced, except in private conversa-
tion and in foreign publications. Late-
ly, however, they have taken courage.

Household Maps.

The map of the UUnitéd States, which
the New York Central railroad passen-
ger department has been publishing in
the various newspapers of the coun-
try, showing important plates of inter-
est on its lines, is indeed a happy
thought as well as a gilt-edged adver-
tisement. We are reliably informed
that the map, which is 11x16 inches, is
now being generally used by families
in the rural districts as household maps
and as a rule is the only map about
the premises.—Jersey Shore, Pa., Her-
ald.
