AN AGREEMENT WITH

FRENCH GOVERNMENT

Washington Sept 5rThe president-
has proclaimed an agreement entered
Into with the government of France
on tine 22d of August last extending
an Impdrtant trade advantage to Por
to Rico by the admission of the coffee
produced on that Island to the French
markets at the minimum tariff rate

This was accomplished by a special
agreement made between Acting Secre-
tary Adee for the United States and
M de Margerle charge of the govern-
ment of France here This agreement
in turn amends the commercial ar-
rangement of date May 28 1S S which
was the first drawn under the terms
of the reciprocity section ot the

act That arrangement applied only
to France and to the United States
proper and the amendment Just en
tered Into extends It on the one side to
Algeria and on the other to the Island
of Porto Rico as to the general fea-
tures of the tariff schedules affected
while as to Porto Rican coffee It Is
provided that It shall enjoy the mini-

mum French tariff rate until Feb 23
1903 by which date It is expected a
further extension can be arranged
