Have Ebony Figure Known as

The Black Christ-

San Francisco Sept 10 Officers oil
the Eighth United States infantry who
arrived from the Philippines on the

quist it Is said would apparently-
cause the images to speak and order
the natives to give their money so the
Americans might be driven from the
Island The carvings appear to have
been made within the last two or three
