The different stories that are arising
pertaining to a movement on the part
of the conductors and trainmen in the
western country for a raise of wages
are In the main Inaccurate and mis
leading They propably grow out of
the fact that an association of the gen
eral committees of the Order of Rail-
way Conductors and the Brotherhood-
of Railway Trainmen for this territory-
was formed in June at Kansas City
at whifeh the question of Increases-
of pay for in train and yard serv-
ice was discussed

It is the general belief among the
men in these capacities that on account-
of the vastly changed conditions now
as compared with those in existence-
at the time the present wage standards
wore made they are entitled to some
additional compensation and they are
now considering the propriety of ask-
ing for it But if anything is done
through these organizations in this
direction it will be along orderly lines

more people are missing but it will
not be known how many are dead until
reports from remote districts come in
The estimate of the property loss does
not include standing tlmfoe but covers
taw mills houses barns shops cord
wood and farm implements Thou
sands of acres of timber have been
burned over but the destruction of
green timber has not been heavy Re-
lief is being hurried from this city Ta-
coma Seattle and Vancouver Wash
to those who have lost their homes
and crops The districts where the
greatest destruction occurred were
Lents Springwater and Bridal Veil in
Oregon and Fifth Play Lewis River
and Elma Wash In all these places
it Is estImated there are about 500 peo-
ple without food and shelter

The fires have nearly burned out
and this afternoon the smoke cleared
away so that the sun was visible most
of the afternoon-

A slight rain fell at Astoria today
but it extended only few miles east

of that place

FIFTY LIVES LOST
