Yesterday HoustonvIHe was flooded

with handbills announcing that Profes-
sor Root the famous scientist of Har-
vard university would deliver a lec-
ture on wild animals at the opera
house in the evening A large and
fashionable audience representing the
best and most respectable people In
the city paid their money for seats
and waited for the lecture It was
past 9 oclock when the professor
made his appearance Those who ex-

pected to see an intellectual and refined
looking gentleman were sorely disap-
pointed The selfdubbed professor
proved to be a slovenly beerbloated
Individual of the roustabout variety
with about as much Intelligence as an
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Idiotic gorilla But
lacks In brains Is made up In

cheek and gall He swaggered to the
center of the stage gave a maudlin
grin at the audience and began his re-
marks with Fellow citizens After
shuffling from one foot to the other
several times he repeated his first
salutation two or three times and then
said I have come here to lecture about
glanders in horses and cattle Atthis point It became apparent that the
socalled professor was an Imposter
The audience began to twos
and threes and by parties Somebody
had an altercation at the box office
about his back and this
disturbance stampeded the house The
deadheads in the back seats most of
whom paid nothing to pet In Dressed
around the office threatening to lynch
the proprietor unless admission charges
were returned and he becoming
frightened and confused handed outmoney indiscriminately As a result
all the money was gone before our better citizens who had paid for tickets

A communication in relation to pen
sions for war veterans that will be
of Interest to veterans of the Indian
wars the records of whose services are
not extant has been received by Sen
ator Rawlins from the commissioner
of pensions in Washington The let
ter which was received yesterday
states that reports from the account
Ing officer of the treasury department
will be accepted in lieu of the war de-
partment records that are not extant
The letter In full Is as follows
Department of the Interior Bureau of
Pensions Washington Sept 24 1902
Hon Joseph L Rawlins Salt Lake

City response to your at
tached communication of the 17th In
stant received In the bureau on the
22d instant In which you state that-
a number of persons in your state
volunteered and rendered service to
the United States in the various In
dian wars enumerated In the act of
June 27 1902 but that In some in-
stances rolls containing their names
were not male up and filed in the war
department or discharges regularly Is
sued and Inquire what can be done by
the bureau to supply the mls3in rolls
and furnish substitute proof which will
be satisfactory to the department I
have the honor to advise that the
bureau in the adjudication of claimsarsng under said act as well us un
der the act of July 27 1902 Is gov-
erned In the determination of the rerv
lee of the aoollcants thereunder by
retorts from the war department or
where no record of service in those
wars Is on file in the Var department
Lv reoorts from the auditor o thetreasury department for tha war de-
partment

It will be noted that said at of
June 27 1902 provides That where
there Is no record of enlistment or
muster Into the service of the Unit
ed States In any of the wars men
tfoced in this act the record o pay
by the United States shall DC accepted
as full and satisfactory proof ot such
enlistment and service

In some instances It appears that
soldiers serving in these wars
nlshed their own transportation arms
and ammunition and In many instan-
ces no individual discharges were giv-
en nor any record kept of the

of the manner In which the service-

There is an epidemic of suicide In
the navy as surety as there was ever
an epidemic of fever Such a thing
may occur and cannot be explained
The man had probably been thinking
of the other suicides which are very
sad affairs and then in an unguarded
moment the desire to try It seized him
and it was all over In a minute

Kentucky and entered the naval acad-
emy In 1873
