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TRIAL OF HORN BEGUN-

One of the Most Sensational-

Murder Cases in the His

tory of Wyoming

Cheyenne Wyo Oct 10 The trial
of Tom Horn for the murder of Willie
NIckell in the Iron mountain country
opened in the district court today The
court room is inadequate to

the crowd of persons who desire to
bear the evidence

District Attorney Walter R Stoll
made the opening speech for the prose
outlon it is nnderstood that the de

leading cattlemen at the time of the
murder The murdered boy was a sort
of Kells Nickell who had take up a
small ranch in the Iron mountain
country and placed 3000 sheep there-
After the murder of his son Kells
Nickell was also ambushed and badly
wounded

The murder for which Horn has been
brought to trial is one of three

In the Iron mountain country
the purpose of which It Is claimed
yeas to intimidate and drive out the
sheepmen and small ranchers who were
occupying range lands which the cat-
tlemen desired to hold for themselves
So far as yet developed the principal
testimony against Horn will be his
alleged confession to Detective Joseph-
Le Fors It Is the general belief that
if the trial should result in the con-
viction of Horn other arrests willtfol
lowThe selection of a Jury Is well under
way but is likely to take two or three
days more

Perhaps the most damaging
made by against

the accused in the opening address
outside of a confession which was
made by Horn and which was

at the preliminary hearing was
that Horn left a package containing
a bloodstained sweater in a store at
Laramie theday after the murder The
attorney also said that Horn visited
Denver two months after the tragedy
and there told a party of friends that
he was the main guy in the Nickell
killing that the Nickell business was
the best shot he ever made but that
it was the dirtiest Job he ever done

The defense made no statement The
taking of testimony will be commenced
ID the morning
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in Western Colorado

Denver Oct 10 My advices tend to

It is further averred that all rail-
road and canal companies created by or
organized under the laws of Pennsyl-
vania are expressly authorized by toe
statute law of the said state to pur-
chase and hold the capital stock of
corporations authorized by law to de-
velop the coal iron lumber or other
material interests of the said commafc
wealth and especially Is any railroad-
or mining company of Pennsylvania
authorized by positive statute to pur
chase and hold the capital stock of the
Philadelphia Reading Coal t Iron
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company
The answer further denies that the

prices for the coal and shipped by the
respondent were ever determined by
agreement contract combination or ar
rangement with the other corporations
mentioned in the application or with
any person whomsoever It is admit
ted that officers of the company have
occasional meetings with others in a
like business with a view of consider-
ing statistical information and data as
to the state of available supply and
the probable demands of future

in order that measures may be
taken to supply their requirements-

The respondent also denies that the
prices fixed by It In March 1901 or at

ing for a wounded animal to die
watching for a moose to poke his head
over the line to put a bullet into him
on lawful ground One fellow did nut

but killed the animal inside the park
He was caught by the park police and-

I am told the shot cost him over 51000

There Is every evidence that game
has been unlawfully killed In both the
Teton and Yellowstone reserves I
have appointed all forest rangers spe-

cial game wardens and an effort will
be made to stop the ruthless and un
lawful slaughter of wild animals that
are now fast disappearing
