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LAST BUFFALO HUNT

Believed to Have Taken Place in the
Year 1878

The bill providing for an appropria
Uem t SIStM the protection and
Qremrradon of the American bison or

is now a law This was a
part of th original bill drawn up and

by Buffalo Jones of To
Delta Kan providing for an approprl
atten of J309W for fencing and

a portion of the Yellowstone
park with buffalo It also called for
tfc wtMtshnteat of an experimental
station for croaebreedln various an-
imals of different genera with a view

obtaining breeds of sheep goats and
cattle cttpabitf of enduring the western
winters without shelter or LeadIng
The experiment station part of the hUt
wn killed and the JWWO was cut
down to ILl but even in the shape

t it finally passed It will result in
a great deal of good and In the pro
tection of big game in the Yellowstone

the Washington Post
Colonel Jones arrived In the city last

Saturday and when seen by a reporter
soon after the page of his bill be
Mated that he was the happiest man in
Washington The bin does not say
who shall have charge of the work of
fencing oft a part of the Yellowstone
park and caring for the buffalo

but this matter has already been
settled by the department of the in-

terior inviting Colonel Jones to take
charge of the work and by his accept-
ing place

Mr Jones was accompanied on this
his last visit to the capital by Mr A-
TC Stubbs of Kansas City Mo who
Is iaterestert In the enter-
prise and ia all efforts toward the
preservation ot Amort ran game ani
roals and who enjoys the distinction
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of having attended the last
Rio hunt ever held in the United
States In 1878 Mr Stubbs who
speaks a number of Indian languages
was stationed as Indian interpreter
under Agent John D Miles at the
Cheyenne and Arapahoo agency in the
Indian territory The Cheyennes had
some time previous to this date Sep-
tember ISiS been in rebellion and
were then prisoners of war and not
allowed to leave the reservation but
when the news reached the agency
that a large herd of buffalo had been
seen on the plains some 100 miles to
the west of that point the Indians
were so eager for a big hunt that
Agent Mites was finally prevailed upon
to telegraph to the war department
for permission The request being
granted hurried preparations were
made for the chase by the Indians
who were as happy as a lot of boys
out skating The story of how the
hunt was conducted and its result Mr
Stubbs relates as follows

The hunting party that left the
agency the day after Mr Miles re-
ceived word the war department-
that the Indians might take the hunt
numbered about 400 There were

Cheyenne bucks fifteen Arapahoe
bucks and 300 squaws all mounted on
swiftfooted Indian ponies The men
of course did the bunting and the
killing while the squaws went along
to do the skinning and cutting up the
meat and such other drudgery as their
lords and masters considered beneath
their dignity I was detailed by Mr
Miles to accompany the party as their
guardian and proteotor and te see to
it that the settlers did not mistake-
or misunderstand their mission and
give them trouble for In order to reach
the buffalo we had to pass through a
section of Kansas that for western
country of that day and time was
fairly well populated I took with me
six cavalrymen a big army wagon a
driver and a cook

I had a list of the names of the
Indians that formed the huntlns party
that I had to turn in the war

along with my report when
we returned and one of the first
things that had to be done just before
we started was to read and check off
this roll each and every Indian in the
party answering as his name was
called Although the Indians num-
bered only 405 they took with them
1000 ponies to carry the meat which
they expected to kill back to the w s-

ervntlon and in order also tn have
fresh horses when they riushei the
hunting grounds and n addition to
all this they took along what seemed-
to me about 2000 mangy wolfish In-
dian dogs

According to Indian custom the
men rode first the squaws bringing up
the rear and commanding the party
were two Indians who although they
held no office in the tribe were chosen
to direct the hunt by reason of their
reputation and skill as hunters I had
never attended a buffalo hunt of thIs
character betore and this custom of
electing two mon to direct operations-
was soMething new to me I learned
that In the event an Indian killed any
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game without first securing permission
to do so from the masters of the hunt
he was forthwith stripped of all his
clothing and belongings his horse
killed and himself driven out of the
party for the offense that he had thus
committed The members of an In-
dian hunting party place Implicit re-
liance and faith In the Judgment and
sagacity of those whom they elect on
an occasion of this sort and they obey
them as the peasants of Russia do the
czarThe first two days after we left the
reservation were uneventful but on
the morning of the third I saw a bear
and later a few antelope and being
anxious to try my luck I sent word by
Little Robe an Indian with whom I
happened to be riding to one of the
hunt masters for permission for him
and me to take a little hunt along the
stream the course of which we were
then following This being granted
we went out and succeeded In bagging
three antelope On our way back to
join the main column Little Robe

that lie was hungry and
open one of the antelopes he

took out the liver and began eating It
On the fourth day the masters of the
hunt sent out runners who returned
the day following bringing buffalo
meatThat night we spent In busy prepa
ration for the next days hunt Every
buck took a fresh horse and when
morning dawned we were in the saddle
and on the move It was rolling prairie
country and along about 11 oclock we
sighted an enormous herd of buffalo
feeding along the top of a plateau We
rode around the base of this rising
ground sending every now and then
someone to the top to glance over and
see how near v were drawing to the
herd At last we circled around until
we were quite close to them when one
of the hunt masters gave a short
quick order that brought the column
up abreast In which fashion we rode
to the top of the rise and in fuU view
of the animals

As we did so I could see one buf-
falo after another throw up his head
look about until he saw our party and
set off at a slow rolling gallop This
however was only for an instant for
as we drew up to the crest of the rise
the order that all were eager for and
expected rang out simultaneously from
both hunt masters and away the whole
column charged at full speed on the
buffalo shooting them down on every
side I rode on with the rest doing my
share of the shooting for a mile or so
when tiring of the sport I turned
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On the way back to camp I met
the squaws skinning and
the animals that the males had killed
and which were lying about every
where We remained among the buf-
falo for two veeks before we thought-
of returning killing in all a total of
1M0 animals One of the curious
things that I saw this trip was an old
buffalo with a deformed right front
hoof that one of the Indians had killed
He bad been shot and wounded In this
hoof when he was quite young and one
side of the cloven hoof had grown in a
circle completely arXind the other to
the length of fully a foot and several
inches

When we were about ready to re-
turn the squaws loading the
meat on the ponies and I was

to see wht an enormous load
these hardy little animals could car
ry It seemed to me that they would
load the meat of one buffalo on these
ponies a weight of fully 400 or 500
pounds I have seen these ponies load-
ed so heavily that they had to stand
braced with their legs standing out
like a in order to support the
frightful burden imposed by their

masters Then on top of this
load some Indian would climb to ride
back to tile reservation

When Hire Qt back tn the agency
the squaws set about cutting the meat

cutting up

up into long thin strips and drying it
for future use Indians also held-
a big feast of fresh meat gorging
themselves for days on eaks
and tongues undertook to follow
the Indian custom on such occasions of
20jng front one tepee to another eat-
ing some meat in each but had to quit
after visiting three places The endur
ance o the Indian ponies In traveling

distances under heavy loads was
as surprising the storage capacity
of their masters when It came to a
feast of buffalo meat

That sso far as I have been able to
learn was the last great buffalo hunt
ever held In the United States The
Pacific railroads and the rapid settle-
ment of the west so reduced the herds
that after 187S the number of buffalo

was the last buffalo hunt ever taken
by the Cheyennes and Arapahoes fur
although they sent out scouts the year
following they returned with word
that the number of animals they found
were not worth going after
