FIELD GUN FOR ARTILLERY

Recommendation of the Bureau of
Ordnance and Fortifications

Washington Oct board of
ordnance and fortifications today defi-
nitely decided on a recommendation
regarding a field gun for the United
States artillery If this recommenda-
tion Is approved by the secretary of
war the ordnance bureau will be di-
rected to proceed at once with the
manufacture of field guns using as
a type the best features of the various
types of guns which have been con
sidered by the board of ordnance and
fortifications It is probable that this
gun will retain most of the features
of the gun constructed by the ordnance
bureau which received the partial en
dorsement of the board of ordnance and
fortifications after the test had been
made This gun however was

In some points being consid
ered too heavy The breech mechan-
ism also was not strong enough It Is
expected that these defects will be
remedied by using appliances of other
guns If these appliances should be
long to a patented gun arrangements-
will be made for Just compensation to
the patentee The object to be ob-

tained is to have the manufacture of
