lators of the law Both the prose-
cutors are Republicans and they have
shown no disposition so far to do their
duty in the premises

The Republican office holders
crossaccusations in the effort

to shift the responsibility It is freely
admitted that names were put on the
payroll of mon who never did the work
for which they were supposed to have
received compensation and that the
law as to salaries was violated

Various statements counter
statements have beep published and the
subject generally but still new
statements keep bobbing up and at
last the issues seem to be joined fairly
and squarely and to be between As-
sessor John W Gibson and others on
the one hand and County Clerk Hol
llngsworth et al on the other hand
There Is no question whatever that the
expedient was resorted to and that it
was illegal The excuses offered are
that the law had A be violated or else
Weber county could not get half the
money back from the state because
the state auditor and attorney general
would not stand for an overriding of
the law

Mr Gibson states-
I was instructed by the board of

county commissioners and by Mr Hol
lingsworth county clerk and auditor
that in order to avoid the ruling of the
attorney general to make up the pay
roll of the deputies at 2 per day and
to put the extra 50 cents per day in the
name of some deputy who had not
made full time at the same rate and
I did so by using the name of F A
Miller I got the cash on the Miller
warrant and paid it out to the deputies
who work

Mr Hollingsworth says
Gibson to

make up the payroll in that manner
and I dont know of the county board
instructing him to do so I audited the
payrolls and certified to them simply
to check the figures and see whether
the omputations were correct I knew
nothing about whether the deputies
had performed the amount of services-
or not The records do not show any
thing about the instructions to Mr
Gibson which he claimed he received
but Mr Gibson is positive that he re
ceived them verbally from both the
commissioners and the clerk He also
cites attendant circumstances saying
that the matter came up in open se
sion of the board and that the county
attorney advised all of them that nd
sum in excess of about 2 per day could
be allowed They then went Into ex-

ecutive session in ChairmanStanfords
private office he says and there tha
plan of getting around the law was
given him and he followed it He has
figures showing the exact amounts
drawn by him and the exact amounts
paid to the deputies in cash
