E. CALVIN is out of the question
80 Jar as the suecessor to Ed-
ward Dickinson, former general
manager of the Union Pacific, is con-~
cerned. Mr. Calvin said yesterday aft-
ernoon that he does not want the office.
He had just returned from the east,
where he was called by the sérious ill-
ness of his mother. Owing to a delay
on the Union Pacific, he did not reach
his destination in time to see his moth-
er before she passed away.

When Superintendent Calvin went
east it was Intimated that there was
a double purpose in the visit, and that
he would have a conference with Pres-
ident Burt. He had not had time to see
the papers sifice his return, but he said
he understood that his name had been
suggested as a candidate for the va-
cancy at Omaha. He added that he did
not stop in Omaha. A remark was
made to the effect that b friends
want the office to come to him.

“I don't,”” was the quick reply.

The remark must be taken as an em-
phatic denial of any aspirations on the
part of the Short Line's general su-
perintendent for the place. When the
pecuniary advantages are considered
which such an office would bring, it
will tend to create the impression in
the minds of many that there is some-
thing else in store for Mr. Calvin. 1t
certainly cannot be charged that Mr.
Calvin is mercenary., It is only a few
weeks ago that he declined an offer
wit the McCune interests worth $12,000
A year to him,

Still the venture is made that if a
position offering a larger salary came
from the right source Mr. Calvin
would not be indifferent to it. This is
the keynote to the suspicion that the
positive tone of Mr. Calvin in declin-
ing to be considered a candidate for a
more promising position, is caused by
the fact that there are other oppor-
tunities of which he may have knowl-
edge.

A friend of Mr. Calvin made the re-
mark several days ago that the Union
Pacific office . imposed restrictions
which would not be agreeable to a man
of Mr. Calvin's caliber. He said:

“Mr. Calvin is practically in control
here. If any of the higher officials
have changes to suggest Mr. Calvin is
consulted, and the orders are given out
through his office. The men under him
look to him and no one else for such
orders. It might not be the same on
the other road, and I understand that
much of the friction on the Union Pa-
cific came up in this way. If the offi-
cials over Mr. Dickinson had changes
to make in the work or operation of
the road, the general manager was not
always consulted.”

NEW SALT LAKE ROAD.

Northwestern Will Commence Its
Western Extension in the Spring.

Butte, Mont., Oct, 81.—Advices from
Bt. Anthony, 1da., says that a survey-
ing corps of the Chicago & Northwest-
ern road has completed preliminary
surveys for the extension of the lines
of the Fremont, Elkhorn & Missouri
Valley from Casper, Wyo., to St. An~
thony, Ida. It is understood that the
construction of the vproposed extension
will be begun in the carly spring. From
what is known here it is believed that
it is the intention of the Northwestern
to push on from St. Anthony to the
northwest coast, touching at Port-
land and other cities of that section. A
line to Salt Lake City is also meéntioned
as among the probabilities.

The foregoing dispatch bears witness
to the accuracy of the announcements
made in this department of The Her-
ald. On Wednesday The Herald stated
that the trouble between the North-
western and the Union Pacific would
probably result in a renewal on the

part of the Northwestern of the plan
to carry out its purpose of extending]
its line west from Casper. Yesterday |
it was stated that the Northwestern
had something up its sleeve, and that
it probably referred to the intention of
the road to reach the coast over its
own lines,

The Montana dispatch evidently an- |
ticipates the surprise which the officials
intended to spring here. "The extension
of the Elkhorn branch of the North-
western to this city may result in
some excitement in the Coos bay prop-
osition. It has been supposed that
the Great Central, as the proposed |
coast line is known, was a bluff on the
part of the Goulas. In view of the un-
friendly attitude of the Union Pacific
to the Gould and Northwestern inter-
ests, it would not be surprising to see
a combination which will result in
bringing the matter of a coast line to
a speedy issue.

CLAWING EACH OTHER.

Harriman and Gould Lines Quarrel
Over the Sheep Business,

It is a matter of comment that dur- |
ing the present season there have been |
no transfers of wool or sheep over the
Rio Grande system out of the Short |
Line territory. This fact is not the re-
sult of accident, but it is gnother man-
ifestation of the unfriendliness existing
between the Harriman and Gould in-
terests and the evident determination
to let no chance go by tc claw each
other. Last year the Rio Grande had
an arrangement whereby 25 per cent
of the business was to be shipped east
over the Rio Grande system. The gen-
eral understanding was that the same
arrangement would prevail -this year,
but the Short Line has shown no evi-
dence of any intention to turn any
sheep business over to its natural en-
émy, the Rio Grande.

When the Shert Line officials have |
been approached for a reason for with- |
holding this business, the excuse has |
invariably béen that the Western has
not solicited Tor the hauling. The Rio
Grande officials, however, maintain
that they have had men in the fieid
but that they have been kept back on
one pretext and another, and that there
has been a studied effort to keep the
Gould line from sharing in the eagtern
haulage coming out of exclusive Short
Line territory.

TWO SURPRISED OFFICIALS.

A Little Circumstance Incidental to
the Rio Grande Purchase.

A railroad official yesterday called
attention to a circumstance in the pur-
chase of the Rio Grande system -which
gives ar idea of the manner in which
raflroad magnates often conceal their
movements in carrying out large opera-
tions. At the time that George J.
Gould was negotiating for the purchase
of the Denver & Rio Grande, E. T.
Jeffery had aiready entered into mego-
tiations for the purchase of the Rio
Grande Western in order to complete
the system of which he was the presi-
dent.

Naturally the citizens of Nampa are
elated over the prospect of the depot,
which will, it is expected, have a
gratifying effect as ‘a.creator of fifst
impression when strangers visit the
place.  The depot will be nsed by the
Murphy and Emmett branches, which
are owned and operated by Colonel
Dewey, the mine operator. Colonel
Dewey is also completing a magnificent
hotel at Nampa and this will be an-
other addition to the architectural
splendor of the growing town.

HEAVY TOURIST BUSINESS.

Cheap Rates Have Their Effect in
Bringing People West.

Chicage, Oct. 31.—The travel to the
Pacific coast, principally California,
this fall, has been exceptionally heavy,
owing in part at least to the cheap
rates which have been in effect during
the past two months—rates which ex-
pire tonight. Yesterday and today
fifty-four tourist sleeping cars, with
every berth taken, left Chicago wvia the
connections. of the Southern Pacific.

This morning no berths were avail-
able. There were at least 259 anplica-
tions for space in the tourist cars and
many of the passengers had to go in
the ordinary coaches or reclining chair
cars, as the Pullman company was un-
able to furnish tourist sleepers. Rail-
road men anticipate this wintoer the
heaviest passenger traffic to the coast
ever known.

GOLDEN STATE LIMITED.

New Rock Island “Flyer” to Make
Faster Time.

Chicago, Oct. 31.—With the inaugura-
tion Sunday of the Golden State Limited
between Los Angeles and Chicago over
the Southern Pacific and Rock Island
railroads the time from coast to coast
will be reduced to eighty-eight hours.
The limited will leave Los Angeles at
2:30 p. m. and will reach Chicago at
16:30 a. m. in good time to connect. with
the twenty-hour trains for the Atlantic
seaboard over the Lake Shore and
Pennsylvania roads.

The running time from Los Angeles
to Chicago will be only sixty-six heours
and, allowing two hours’' layover at
Chicago, through time from coast to
coast will be eighty-eight hours, which
will be a new record for the distance.

IN THE SUPREME COURT.

Three Cases Were Argued and Sub-
mitted Yesterday.

Three cases were argued and sub-
mitted in the supreme court yesterqay.
The first case involves the ('{-nstxtu-
tionality of the act of the lgg\slature
creating the office of city justice c_»f the
peace in cities ranging in inhabitants
from 15,000 to 50,000.

The second was the case of Judge
Tanner against A. C. Nelson, state su-
perintendent of public instruction, ap-
pellant. The case involves“the legality
of the action of the state text book
convention adopting text books for the
schools in cities of the first and second
class for the next five years. Judge
Hall decided in faver of the plaintiff
in the lower court and the appeal was
taken. .

The third case was that of Salt Lake
City, appellant, and the Utah & Salt
Lake Canal company, respondent,
against the Salt Lake City Water &
Electrical Power company and ntho_rs.
The case involves the right of the Ge-
fendant company to use the waters of
the Jordan river. The cage was decided
by Judge Morse against the city and a
commissioner was appointed to dis-
tribute the waters according to the
terms of the decree. The appeal re-
sulted in the affirmation of the lower
court's decision by Chief Justice Miner
and Justice Bartch, with Justice Baskin
dissenting. The case was argued again
yesterday upon a motion of the attor-
neys for a rehearing. .

Power company to collect the sum of
$3,000 damages, a demurrer to the com-
plaint by the defendant company was
overruled by the court. A demurrer to
