Work Done by the Signal Corps

in the Past Two Years.

DIFFICULT TASK IN ALASKA
Ml " el
WHAT WAS ACCOMPLISHED DUR-
ING THE SPANISH WAR.

R

report of General A. W. Greely,

chief signal officer of the army,
says the corps have actually built and
put in working order in Alaska 1,121
miles of land lines and submarinc ca-
bles within a period of twenty-four
months.

The accomplishment of such results,
he says, would be most creditable to
officers and men concerned therein if
Alaska was an ordinary country,
this work included not only surveying,
construction and installation of its
length of line, but also involved the
manufacture and inspection of enor-
mous quantities of material,
ments, etc., many hundred tons in
weight, and their transportation over
distances ranging from 4000 to
miles.

‘When one considers, however, the ex-
ceedingly difficult physical conditions

must be considered simply phenomenal,
as in all parts of Alaska traversed by
kthis great length of line there are nct
a dozen miles of wagon road and much
of the region is unexplored. Speaking
of imprevements effected by the corps
in Cuba, General Greely says:

“It is unquestioned that on occupying
Cuba the American army found dilapi-
dated telegraph lines operated by an-
tiquated methods with tariff rates in-
creasing in proportion to the length of
message, without tree delivery and
with grave uncertainties as to espion-
age, secrecy and delivery. This sys-
tem, bad as it was, served only the
western half of the island. In leaving
Cuba there was turned over to the
government a system of 3,500 miles, ex-
tending from San Y'Martinez in the
west to Cape May in the extreme east,
with every seaport or town of import-
ance electrically connected. The pres-
ent instruments are of the best mod-
ern types, the transmission speedy and
reliab’e, and the tariff rates exceed-
ingly low, while the certainty of deliv-
ery and inviolability of messages are
beyond question.”

Of the work in the Philippines, the
report says:

“The magnificent system of telegraph
lines and cables was very largely con-
structed and installed under Colonel
Allen. This system, increased during
the fiscal year by 2,600 miles, consisted
on June 30, 1902, of thirty-one cabies,
1,226 miles in length, and land lines,
5,108 miles in length, making an ag-
gregate of 6,434 miles. It is almost
needless to say that the work of con-
struction and installation under the
disturbed and difficuit condition exist-
ing in the archipelago demanded tal-
ents of the highest order. The system
stands today a monument to the ener-
gy, skill and resourcefulness of the
American soldier. On entering the
Philippine islands, the American army
found practically no existing telegraph
lineg, as the few land lines connecting
the Vizayan cables of the Eastern Ex-
tension Cable company had been
promptly destroyed by the insurgents,
as well as the lines in Luzon, when they
retreated before the advance of our
army. The only lines of any import-
ance that eame into our possession were
several hundred miles of dilapidated
and antiquated lines in the Cagayan
valley and along the west coast of
Luzon.”

Greely calls atiention to the necessity
of a Pacific cable. Owing to the great
pressure of work, he says not as much
time has been givea to wireless tele-
graph tests as General Greely desired,
but he reports that progress has been
made. He calls attention to the neces-
sitv for international cable regulations
and recommends that the war depart-
ment be represented at the interna-
tional telegraph conference to be h2ld
in London next year.

CANAL TREATY IS DISCUSSED

Colombian Minister Calls Upon the
Secretary of State.

‘Washington, Nov. 4.—Senor Concha,
the Colombian minister, called on Sec-
retary Hay at the state deparitment to-
day by appointment to take up the
subject of a treaty between the United
States and Colombia, conferring the
necessary rights on the United States
for the construction of a canal across
the isthmus. The interview lasted
about an hour, and the voreliminary
steps toward negotiating a treaty were
taken. It was indicated, from what
can be learned at the legation, that
Mr. Concha has resumed negotiations
on his own initiative, and he expects
special instractions on certain points
involved.

The minister today submitted a defi-
nite position which is in the nature of
an answer to the treaty proposed by
the United States.

Secretary Hay will take no further
step until the president returns to
Washington and has had opportunity
to consider this last proposition. The
one important fact developed, however,
is that it is not obnoxious to the spirit
of the Spooner law, and therefore the
officials felt warranted in the state-
ment if there were any difficulties in
the way they were not legal in charac-
ter. This is taken to mean that the
main issue remaining to be settled is
one of price; the Colombian government
wants $10,000,000 instead of $7,000,000,
proposed by the United States, besides
a different arrangement for the an-
nual payments. It is believed that this
difference is not large enough to se-
riously retard the close of the nego-
tiations.
