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RETAIL TRADE RETARDED RBY
WARM WEATHER. ;
RSN AL

New York, Nov. 7.—R. G. Dun & Co.’s
Weekly Review of Trade tomorrow will
say:

Trade and industry are making
steady progress, reports from all sec-
tions of the country containing evi-
dences of wholesome developments. An
unusually large fall distribution oc-
curred and current transactions in
heavier goods are liberal considering
the season. Complaints of slow freight
movements are still heard, testifying
to the enormous volume of business
handled by the railways, which report
earnings for October 4.8 per cent larger
than last year, and 14.2 per cent aboye
1900. It is the exception when manu-
facturing plants have not contracts
assuring aetivity for many months and
annual inventories will be taken with
difficulty owing to importunate cus-
tomers. Prices of commodities propor-
tioned to consumption, as shown by
Dun’'s index number, deciined about 1
per cent during October, $99,579, com-
pared with $100,648. The decrease oe-
curred in nleats and fuel, mainly the
latter.

The only development of note in the
steel market has been the 10 per cent
reduction in price of tin plate to take
effect Dec. 1. While some change was
anticipated, the trade was not pre-
pared for so large a cut. The recent
lowering of price lisis in certain sec-
tions of the market should stimulate
foreign trade. There will be occasion
for gratification as some exceptional
export movemént is needed to offset
}he heavy imports of pig iron and bil-
ets.

Many furnaces have bheen compelled
to bank because of the poor receipts
of coke, and there is little evidence of
improvement in the railway situation,
motive power being utterly inadequate.
Contracts run far inte the future in
structural material for bridges and
buildings, while plates are sought by
car works and shipyards. High premi-
ums are still paid for prompt delivery,
but most shipments are on old con-
tracts placed at regular list prices. Re-
cent enlargement of facilities has
greatly increased production in many
lines, which explains the slightly
easier tone of the market as a whole,
but there is no evidence of diminished
demand nor unsound cenditions. Fail-
ures not noted.

Bradstreet’s Report.
Bradstreet's tomorrow will say:
Jobbing trade has continued active
at most markets, exceeding last year.
Spring sales are of good volume, indi-
cating confidengce, and enormous ship-
ments of all classes of merchandise
have congested the raiiroads, already
fully occupled in trying to move sup-
plies of fuel to consumers and grain
crops to market, Wi m weather early
in the week retarded retail trade and
slightly affected some collections, but
colder weather west later stimulated
demand for heavy goods and gives
promise of bettering final distribution
materially. The mild, open fall season
has been valuabie to the farmer, how-
ever, enabling complete farming prep-
arations and insuring a satisfactory
beginning to the wheat crop, beside al-
lowing the late cotton to mature and
facilitating all outdoor work, such as
building. Good collections are the rule,
few exceptions to this being noted, and
this only where rapid marketing of
grain has been interfered with or retail
demand for heavy goods has been held
in abeyance. Failures are fewer than
last year and the liabilities for October
were less than in all but one of the
past ten years. Prices show great
steadiness, those increasing or remain-
ing unchanged far outnumbering those
declining. With increasing movement
some weakness in the cereals is no-
ticed, but this is construed favorably
because being likely to encourage ex-
port business, which, however,
pared quite favorably with the last
fiscal year despite prevailing high
prices.
and a favorable influence for continued

peace is the disposition on the part of
the raiiroads to grant wage advances. |
A feature of trade is the immense |

volume of merchandise moving to west-
ern consumers. Railroads report cars
and locomotives both scarce. New buy-
ing for spring account is of good vol-
ume and holiday trade is increasing.

Iron and steel show little change.
Small dealers in lumber are less active,
but wholesalers report manufacturers
still behind in orders. A new war has
broken out in the sugar trade, the Pa-
cific coast beet product contesting
eastern markets with that of cane.
Raw sugar is firmly held on the ex-
pected world's crop being shorter, but
the refined is weaker, partly owing to
the war talk and partly because the
canning season is about over.
