Fifteen or twenty murders have been
committed in Salt- Lake county within
the last two years. Not a single one
of the culprits has been forced to pay
the penalty. Is it surprising that the
list is an ever-growing one? Is it sur-
prising that men are killed so often
in Salt Lake City? “We will have to
take the law into our own hands,” said
a well known citizen yesterday-—a citi-
zen who has always stood for law and
order,
