Last of Old Valley Plants About
Ready to Cease Making Bullion.

COL. TREWEEK ON WABASH

W. F. SNYDER ARRIVES FROM

RADUALLY but surely the old
Germania smelter, at Murray, the
last of the old valley plants to be

operated by the American Smelting
company since thezir absorption by the
combine, is going out of commission.
Within the past few weeks two of the
three furnaces that have been in use
since » relegation of the old Mingo
to the scrap heap have had their fires
drawn and the last one is now being
fed with all the old accumulated seraps
about the works. With the metallic
contents drawn from them, a clean-up
will be made, and thereafter all the
smelting by the company will be done
at the new plant.

The closing down of the Germania
will release a large number of men, but
all of them, it is said, will find new
Positions at either the new plant of the

American company or at the United
States company’s smelter. In fact, it is
understood that no little trouble is

being experienced in keeping competent
men enough at the three big smelters
to keep things moving at capacity,
while the blowing in of the United
States plant will more than take care
of the surplus that the closing of the
Germania will provide.

Discussing the fight which the man-
agement of the American Smelting
company js making against the pro-
posed incorporation of the tewn of
Murray, a visiting resident of the
Smelter metropolis said yesterday after-
noon:

“The smelter management is unneces-
sarily alarmed over the result of the
election, The matter has been gone
into very carefully by the property-
owners and voters down there, and the
conclusion has been reached that incor-
poration will not mean an increase of
taxation. At the present time the sa-
loons running down there contribute gs
much in Jicenses as it will take to main-
tain the incorporation, and more, too.
Business is constantly growing, and
there is no doubt that the town will
collect in business licenses all of $12,900
per year from the start. About three-
fourths of that amount is now being
paid inte the county, while less than
$1,000 per year is spent by the commis-
Sioners in the town. By incorporating
We can make the place look like some-
thing, and that without levying taxes.”

W. F. SNYDER’S RETURN.

Bays That P. L. Kimberley Will Be
Here Next Week.

Willard F. Snyder, manager of the
Western Exploration company, ap-
peared at his desk again yesterday,
after several weeks in Colorado and
Chicago. He stated during the after-
noon that he expected Mr. Kimberley
here on the 18th of the present month,
though he was not prepared to say
what business was bringing him out,
other than his usual round-up of af-
fairs in this state and section.

Mr. Snyder said that while the Ryan
stock in the 3olden Star company had
been purchased by Mr. Kimberley, the
gentleman taking over 153,000 shares at
$1.50 each, he felt quite sure that it
would not be operated as a separate
proposition, the idea being to turn it
into the Annie Laurie company. Re-
garding the reported purchase by Mr.
Kimberiey and others of the Lake Su-
perior Consolidated Silver Mines com-
pany's property, news of which was
sent out from Port Arthur, Ont., the
other day, Mr. Snyder said he knew
nothing, but as Mr. Kimberiey was not
in the habit of talking of his affairs to
anyone not interested, there was noth-
ing strange in his knowing nothing
concerning the deal, if one had really
been made.

Manager Snyder expects that hi=s next
trip will be to the Red Cross gold prop-
erty, where a mill is now being cun-
structed to handle the big bodies of fine
gold quartz.

CHANGE AT THE NEW YORE.

Dan Fergusm;_ﬁ.—elieves Mike Sam-

mon as Superintendent.

Yesterday morning Dan Ferguson left
for Park City to assume the superin-
tendency of the New York Bonanza
company’'s property, succeeding Mike
Sammon, who has resigned. Manager
Wilson said yesterday that Mr. Sam-
mon’s resignation was not the resuit
of any fault that had been found with
his handling of the property—that had
been perfectly satisfactory from the
beginning. Mr. Sammon, he said, had
felt that he was entitled to certain con-
cessions on the part of the company,
which he, as manager, did not feel
called upon to grant. On that account
Mr. Sammon decided to quit, and Mr.
Ferguson, in whom Manager Wilscn
reposes the greatest confidence, was
selected to fill the vacancy.

The new superintendent is an old
and experienced miner. For the past
few years he has been managing the
International and other La Sal proper-
ties, and while he is a comparative
stranger in the Park City district, there
is no doubt that he will win the esteem
of every man in the camp with whom
he comes in contact.

REGARDING THE WABASE.

Manager Treweek Defines His Posi-
tion on the Strike Question.
The interest shown in the reported
strike at the Wabash yesterday after-
noon showed that it would not take
a great deal in the way of development
at a few of the Park City youngsters
to make a great change in the market
value of the shares that have been so
unmercifully hammered during the past

few days.

When questioned regarding the re-
port in circulation, Manager Treweek
said he had nothing new to report,
though he admitted that he was going
to the mine this morning and intended
to return tonight. He was told that
it had got cut that a full face of ore
had been encountered in some portion
of the workings, and that he was
counted upon to either confirm or deny
it. He replied:

“If it was true that there was a face
of ore exposed in the mine, I should
want to see it developed a little be-
fore designating it as a strike, so I
have no idea that there will be any-
thing to report upon my return from
the property. When 1 do report a
strike, you can rest assured one will
have been made.”

SALT LAKER IN LUCK.

H. Tibbals Reports Big Gold
Strike in Victor Mine, Oregon.

W. H. Tibbals, president of the Vic-
tor Gold Mining company, operating
in the Red Boy district, near Sumpter,
Ore., and not far from the famous
Red Boy mine, was in receipt of cheer-
ful news yesterday. It came in a let-
ter from Manager S. H. Bell, who ad-
vised him that a body of exceptionally
fine- gold ore had been uncovered with-
in the past few days. The new strike
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had been inspected by representatives
of the new smelter, now nearing com-
pletion at Sumpter, and they were
about as elated over the discovery as
was Manager Bell himself, as they
saw in it a good tonnage for the new
plant andl a regular contributor. The
letter said that developments were
progressing nicely and that every day
gave the property an added wvalue.

It was oniy last August that Pro-
fessor Tibbals, acecompanied by Expert
D. P. Rohlfing, examined the prop-
erty, and decided, with others, to
purchase the stock “0of the company
originally _ formed to operate the
ground. There 1 a good showing
then, but from all accounts the mine
has been improving at a rapid pace
since the pnanagement was turned over
to Mr. Bell, who firet called Professor
Tibbals’ attention  to it.

Professor Tibbals has done quite a
iittle business in the Oregon districts
since the first of the year, and in the
Victor and North Pole Extension prop-
erties he appears to haveé laid the
foundation for building a large for-
turne.

COMSTOCK MILL MATERIAL.

Portion of Equipment Now on the
Road—Conditions at the Mine.

Chafing at the delay in getting
equipment for the new mill at the
Comstock mine, Park City, Superin-
tendent James Hickey came down
Tuesday night, and yesterday, in com-
pany with Manager Dusseldorf, made
another roundup of the firms which
hold the contracts. They were ad-
vised that everything possible was be-
ing done to get the machinery and
equipment here and as a source of
some littie consolation they were shown
that a portion of it is already en
route and should reach Park City with-
in the next few days.

“We are also shy some lumber and
the jron for the roofing,” said Mr.
Hickey, “but we are that far along
with the buildings that we care lit-
tle what arrives first. We can han-
dle anything that comes now, and if
the material was here, a very few
weeks would see the plant ready to
start.”

At the present time outside work is
being confined to the building of the
trestles over which the cars will run
from the hoisting works to the ore
bins, and as the latter are practically
completed it will ngt be many days
till the raising of ore with which to
flll them can begin.

Underground, Mr. Hickey says, de-
velopments are steadily progressing,
with most substantial resuits, and he
is now impatiently awaiting the aqay
when he can begin the making of
money for the company which has laid
out so much to convert the prospect
Into a mine. He will leave fof camp
again this morning.

BUYERS OF UNLIMITED RE-
SOURCES TAKE HAND.

New York, Nov. 12 —Transactions in
stocks ran well over 1,000,000 shares again
today in a remarkably feverish and ir-
regular market. The action of the mar-
ket gave warrant for the presumption
that powerful financial interests had set
themselves to the task of supporting the
market and establisBing a condition of
equilibrium. It was assumed in Wall
street that the selling of stocks had
taken on*an indiscriminate charaeter that
threatened serious results to substantial
interests, There was a further threaten-

| ing break this meorning, which was not

unnatural, in view of the rapid decline
in progress at the close of yesterday's
market, The impairment thus caused in
margins and the anxiety aroused among
outside holders of stock who were not
within immediate reach of their brokers
yesterday afternoon brought in heavy
selling orders to commission houses this
morning, as a resuit of which opening
prices were from 1-‘o 2 points lower for
bractically all the leading active stocks.
These prices were the lowest of the day,
although the level was approached again
on one or two subsequent dips.

1t became quickly manifest that buyers
of unlimited resources were in the mar-
ket, and the heaviest offerings were
quickly absorbed and orices were vigor-
ously bid up through floods of selling
orders. The supperters of the market
had a stormy time during the first hour,
and prices kept running df’ and down a
considerable scale in a lively and confus-
ing manner. but by the end of the first
hour the selling had been brought al-
most to a standstill and substantial re-
fpveries were established all through the
ist,

The suppert centered in St. Paul, Amal-
gamated Copper and the United States
Steel stocks. The buying of these stocks
had a notable effect in reassuring spec-
ul .tive sentiment just as their unsup-
ported condition en earlier days of the
week was a notable influence in the de-
pression. There were several special in-
fluences which helped to encourage sen-
timént, Chicago & Northwestern, after
a drop of 3 points, recovered to 6 points,
over last night on the action of the di-
rectors in favor of issuing new stocks

4 with the right to stockholders to sub-

seribe at par. The issue of a circular to
the Colorado Fuel stockholders, asking
for proxies on behalf of the interest con-
trolling the principal Colorado railroad
systems, disclosed a new contest for
control of that property, which resulted
in a sharp advance in its price._ Manhat-
tan was benefited by the publication of
a very favorable annual report.

Aside from these developments in re-
gard to individual properties there was
very. litlle news' to account for the move-
ment of prices. Upon the first recovery,
after a temporary pause, attempts were
made to renew the advance, but the sell-
ing increased at the higher level and
prices fell back again. Throughout the
da;, whenever prices declined, effective
support was forthcoming; and, on the
other hand, any considerable advance in-
vited renewed selling. The close was
firm, however, and at about the top level.
Missouri Pacific offered effective re-
sistance. to reaction throughout the day.

Money showed a rather easier tone;, ow-
ing to the extensive liguidation, and New
York exchange at Chicago rose again to
par, but sterling exchange was firmly
beld again and it was considered possible
up to. late in the day that gold might go
out on tomorrow's sfteamer for France.
The market closed #ywu t any announce-
ment being made offa gold engagement.

Bonds’ were not as, well supported as
stocks and were rather weak throughout.
Total sales, $4480,000. U. S. bonds were
all unchanged on the Jast. eall.
