Number of Private Soldiers Are
to Be Discharged From
Fort Douglas.

Tape will have no interest for some
of the men at the fort in a few more
days. About thirty privates are to
get their papers of discharge as a re-
sult of the orders recently issued from
‘Washington regarding the reduction of
the army to a peace footing. The men
for discharge will be . sifted out ac-
cording to their standing as socldiers.
The first men to get their walking pa-
pers will be the undesirable privates,
and particularly those who put ‘in most
of their time in the guard house. These
soldiers are known as “‘first men.” The
next in order will be the men who
are not regarded as promising soldiers.

The guard house squads will be dis-
missed without character. They will
not even receive a bad character. Those
who have no blot _upon_ their charac-
ter, excepting a dispositiocn to get out
of everything they can avoid doing,
will have ettached to the bottom  of
their discharges one of the stereotyped
phrases which mean so much to the
soldiers. " The (companies must, under
the Washington edict, be reduced to
sixty-five men. ' Some of the companies
at the fort have eighty-five men, and
company A of the Twelfth infantry is
short a man. This company will be
filled to its full quota by transferring
a4 man from one of the other-compa-
nies., &

Some of the privates are anxious to
get their discharge, and they are ‘will-
ing to change places with “frst men”
if they can get their release. -These
men have situations awaiting them in
Salt Lake.. Some of the boys have
meade acquaintances during their vis-
its to the city which are very pleasant,
and they are anxious to get to work
and settle down here. This is, how-
ever, just the class of men the officers
do not want te part with. The new
order goes into effect on the 1ist of
the month, and there are a number
of applications on the part of those
who think they prefer to wear civil-
ian’s garb to the more. showy uniform
of a private in the United States army.
