Perry Peaceable.

President Perry claims he has urged
his men to “cut out” the azlugging in
this fight, and as he has done no fight-
Ing himself, except when assaulted by
gtrike -breaker Price and Union Paclfic
guards, he cannot understand why he
ehould be blamed for the numerous as-
saults. He denies the statement made
by Superintendent of Motive Power
McKeen that he had assaulted five or
#ix men during the past two weeks.

Perry is in pretty bad shape. The
pight of one eye is gone entirely and
fhe other eye is giving him trouble.
PDuring the fight with railroad guards
Jast summer Perry was struck over
the eye with a club. He did not think
much about the injury at the time, but
two months ago his eye gave him
trouble, and about a month ago he
ronsulted physicians when the discov-
ery was made that the sight had been
destroyed.

No Prospect of Settlement.

In speaking of the possibility of a
gettiement of the Union Pacific strike
President Perry said: “I do not look
for a settlement of the trouble so long
fus Horace G. Burt is at the head of
the Union Pacific. He is a fighter and
will not give up. Ultimately the di-
rectors will take a hand and will re-
move Mr. Burt.

“There may something doing in
January, but I have serious doubts
MWwhether the strike will be settled then.
In my opinion this is a fight the
finish and will not end under a year at
theé earliest We are receiving $350
weekly in benefits and this amount is
distributed among the men. A large
percentage of our men have secured
work elsewhere and they are helping
these that remain behind.

The last word from the scene of the
chase was reeeived in Bridger at 7 o'clock
this evening.

STAFF IN THE UNITED STATES ARMY

1t is proposed that the general staff
carps consist of one chief of staff ot‘
the army with the rank and pay of a
ljeutenant general, one major general
and one brigadier general, to be de-
tailed by the president from officers at
large not below the grade of brigadier
general; four colonels, six lieutenant

are

colonels and twelve majors, to be de-
tailed from the corresponding grades in
the army at large; twenty captains,
mounted. A

Details shall be for four years and
officers detailed may be assigned to any
branch of the service. The bill pro-
vides further that the chief of staff,
under the direction of the president and
secretary of war, shall have supervi-
sion of all troops of the line and of the
several administrative staff and supply

{ departments, and shall be a member of

the board of ordnance and fortifica-

! tions,

Under the bill inspections of troops

{ are to be made habitually by command-

ing officers and inspections of the army
at large by the general staff. The in-
spection of money accounts now made
by the inspector general of the army is
transferred to the treasury department.
Provision is made for the gradual re-
duction and final abolishment of the
inspector general's department as a
separate organization.

The measure was introduced in the
senate by Senator Proctor. The bill
was drawn by the war department and
differs considerably from the measure
of the past session.

THE MOTION CARRIED.

Berlin, Dec. 2.—After an embittered
political and personal debate the
reichstag declared, by 198 to 45 votes,
that Baron von Kardorff's motion to
vote the tariff bill as a whole was ad-
missible under the rules. The social-
ists abstained from veoting. Herr Singer
remarked that the whole proceeding
was a breach of the rules and of the
constitution, for which he was calied
to order.

STORMS OF GREAT VIOLENCE.
