From New York to San Francisco in
three and a half days is the task that
B H Harriman has set out to accom-
plish He says it will be accomplished
within three years He has taken the
Pennsylvania railroad as his model and
declares that as fast as men and money
can make the change the Union and
Southern Pacific systems from Omaha-
to San Francisco will be in every re-
spect equal to the magnificent Pennsyl-
vania road from New York to Chicago
Millions are now being expended he
says in straightening the road from
Omaha westward and the work of re-
building the Southern Pacific from Og
den will follow The Sierras are to
ba tunneled so that the grade wilt be
no greater than those found on the
lines east of Ogden
