FiwtrEach and every contract
hereafter entered into by the clubs of
Githr with players managers-
or umpire shall be considered valid
and binding

reserve rule shall be
each and every club

may reserve players under contract
and a uniform contract for the use of
each league shall be adopted

Third After a full consideration of
alt contract claims by each and every
club it Is agreed that the list hereto
attached marked exhibits A and B
I the correct list of the players le-

gally awarded to each club
Is that any and

all sums of money received by any
player from any club other than the
club to which he Js awarded by the ex-
hibits hereto attached shall be re
turned forthwith to the club BO advanc
ing said sums and until all said sums
of money so advanced are returned
said player shall not be permitted to
Play any club in either league

The Two Circuits
Fifth The circuits of each league

shall consist of the following cities
America New

York Philadelphia Washington Cleve
land Detroit Chicago and St Louis

National New
York Brooklyn Philadelphia Pitts
burg Shicago St Louis and Cincin-
nati

Neither circuit shall be changed
without the consent of the majority
of the clubs of each league

It IB further provided that there
snail be no connection in any city
whgre two clubs exist nor shall any
dub transfer or release its players for
the purpose of injuring or weakening
th league of which it is a member

Sixth On or before the first day
of February of each year the presi-
dent of each league shall appoint a
schedule committee of three each who
shall be authorized to prepare a sched-
ule of the games to be played during
the championship seaeon by each club
In each league

Committee on Rules
Seventh On or before the first day

of February of each year the presi-
dent ML either league shall appoint a
committeeen rules of three each who
shall be authorized to prepare uniform
playing rules

Eighth It is further agreed that
said two leagues hereinbefore men-
tioned shall enter Into an agreement
embodying the agreements and

hereinbefore set forth and it Is
further agreed that Presidents Ban
Johnson and Harry C Pulliam be and
they are hereby appointed each a com
rrittee of one from each league COd the
purpose of making preparing and
formulating such national agreements-
and It Is further agreed that they in-

vite President P T Powers of the Na-
tional Association of ProfessionalBase
ball Leagues to confer and advise with
them In the formulating of said na
tional agreements

would enable them fo put additional

in their industry and develop it
with some assurance of suc-

cess
The strong intimation is that unless-

an amendment can be made to the
pending treaty fixing the rates between
this cpuntry and Cuba for five years
the Michigan congressional delegation-
will feel constrained to oppose ratifi-
cation of the treaty In this opposi-
tion It is said the Michigan congress
men will be joined by others represent-
ing sugar producing states

The canal is asily the largest in the
entire northwest tvith three diverting
heads on Snake river one at the junc-
tion of the South fork above RIgby
another at Bear Island ten miles north
of Idaho Falls and pne at Shelby feed-
ing about 125 miles In length and car-
rying about 60000 inches The

practically covers all of the
of Snake River valley from

Pocatello to the south fork of Snake
river and Is apable of watering up
wards of 1000000 acres of land Dur-
ing the past four years the canal has

in the hands of Receiver S J
who has made a splendid

with the property making a net
gain of over 17000 besides putting in
a large 900foot dam across Snake
river and making ninny other expen-
sive and valuable improvements-

The new company which purchased
the canal today is thoroughly organ
ized under Mr Brady and contem-
plates complete arid thorough overhaul

the system The work of ex
tending the canal to Pocatello will be
commenced as soon as This
