H wV r The HeraJfl is not disposed
to find fault with the executive on this
store Those who care to read
words to the legislature will find in
them many suggestions of value His
first recommendation in the Judg
ment of many of the states best
friends the beat of alU Ha advises the
legislature not to paa too many laws
Paraphrasing a RooSSvltlBm he says
It has been aptly said that while pros-

perity may be destroyed by mischiev-
ous enactments it can never itself be
created by law alone Coming down
to the message proper the executive
first suggests the adoption of a vigor-
ous statute against anarchy-

On general this recom-
mendation Is sound Wells
lo s not point out any course for the

legislators to follow In this regard con
tenting himself merely With calling at-
tention to th assassination of Presi-
dent McKinley and advocating the pas-
sage of a law providing severe penal-
ties fur attempts to assassinate a pres
ident of the United States or an official
In line of succession Such a law
would however properly come under
the Control of congress

The governors recommendation that
inspector be appointed for all mines

within the state will be received with
cpproval At present too coal mines
nly rc me under the control except in

a very general way of any state offi-

cial If it is proper to protect the coal
miners it is proper also to protect the
nnn tvho work in the gold copper sil-
ver and lead miner

As the governor grows older he seems
to realize more fully the soundness of

mands the election C United States
senators by direct vote f In this par
ticular he differs from most of his par-
ty leaders but recent events In Utah
and the shadows which events
have cas before them Justify
the governors position

Governor Wells favors such addi-
tions t and alterations of the existing
laws as will straighten out the tangles
whiu so frequently arise over water
right Kvery legislature since state
homl has tinkered with this proposf

hallS rareful revision is necessary in
order to prepare for national Irriga-
tion but the work must be done now
in i workmanlike manner

no little importance is the execu
tivs suggestion that a liberal appro-
priation be made for a Utah building
and exhibit at the Louisiana Purchase
exposition in SL Louis next year The
advantages which this commonwealth
will derive from a creditable repre-
sentation there are too numerous to
point out at this time Tho legislature
cannot afford to be niggardly It
would better to have no representa-
tion at nil than to have one which
would nct redound to the states ever-
lasting crrdlt-

to a noteworthy case of heart revival
by massage It is reported by the jour-
nal of the American Medical

In part as follows
In an operation for appendicitis on

a man aged OS under nitrous oxide and
other anaesthesia both pulse and res
piratlon ceased altogether and artl
hoist respiration and traction on the
tongue failed to revive tneni Then
the surgeon W Arbuthnot Lane
pushed his hand up through the ab
dominal wound and grasped the mo
tionless heart thrftugh the diaphragm

He squeezed It and felt It start
pulsating though no radical pulse
could be felt Artificial respiration and
other restoratives were continued and
in about twelve minutes natural res
piratlon reappeared ana1 tile pulse be-
came perceptible at the wrist The op
eration was then continuedwithout the
use of the anaesthetic and the patient

some diaphragmatic tenderness
Here is a little simple household

remedy that everybody should know
and put to use on occasion When it
becomes necessary to place little John
ny under an anaesthetic to induce him
to take a dose of castor oil watch his
heart closely Should it stop beating
promptly grasp the diaphragm In the
manner indicated joggle the heart
around a little and you will soon have
the satisfaction of seeing Johnny tod-
dle away to his toys again

The little detail of the abdominal
wound need distress nobody In cases
where there is no such wound seize a
butcher knife and open one You will
be surprised to find how easy it js it
the knife is sharp Should no knife be
handy we recommend an ax a
cleaver a saw or somfilhlng of th TT
