Mr Aldrich Immediately made the

The resolution which Mr Morgan
resented is as follows

That the president is requested if
it is not incompatible with the public
interests to inform the senate as to the
alleged full powers of Senor Herran
who signed the treaty with Colombia
that was sent to the senate on the 23d
day of January 1903 for ratification
to negotiate and sign tile same and
that he send a copy of thepowers of said negotiator

Senator Morgan spoke In sUPlort ot
Ills resolution contending that the Co
Inmbian government is practically in
thf hands of a dictator He said that
the Colombia congress had not been in
session for three or four years and In-

sisted that this was vital for the rea-
son that under the constitution of Co-
lombia no power was vested In any au-
thority except the congress of the coun-
try to enter into a contract affecting
the treasury as the canal cession does

Lodge Foraker Cullom
Hanna and Bacon spoke briefly most of
them simply urging the reference of
the question to the committee on for-
eign relations They did not enter into-
a discussion of the general question at
Issue beyond saying that to adopt the
resolution would be to impeach the
character of our own treatymaking
officials and to offend the government-
of Colombia-

A motion was made to refer the reso
lution to the foreign relations commit-
tee None except Senator Morgan op-
posed the reference of the resolution-
to the relations committee and
it was sd ordered

ANTITRUST MEASURE

Senate Committee Votes to Re

port Bill With

Some Amendments

Washington Jan senate
committee on Interstate commerce to
day voted unanimously to report the
Elkins antitrust bill with some amend-
ments that a subcommittee is per
fecting

Among the amendments made to the
bill was one relating to rebates as fol
lows

Every violation of this section shall
be prosecuted In any court of the
United States having jurisdiction of
crimes within the district in which such
violation was committed or through
which the transportation may have
been conducted and when the offense
is begun in one jurisdiction and completed in another it may be dealt withinquired of tried determined and pun-
ished in either jurisdiction in the same
manner as If the offense had been actually and wholly committed therein

Another amendment amends section
10 of the present interstate commerce
law relating publication of tariffs-
as follows

In construing and enforcingithe pro
of this section the omis

sion or failure ofany officer agent or
byany Common cat shall In every

case be also deemedto be
omission or failure of such carrier as
well as that of the person

The following provision was adopted
Whenever any carrier files with the

interstate commerce commission or
publishes a particular rate under theprovisions of the act to regulate com-
merce or participates In any rates so
filed or published that that rate asagalnsf such carrier its officers oragents In any prosecution begun under
Jnis act shall be conclusively deemed-
to be the legal rate and any departure
from such rate or any offer to depart
therefrom shall be deemed to be an of
fense under this section of this act

Another amendment made it unlaw
ful to discriminate In regard to fur-
nishing cars to shippers

Another amendment provided that
suits shall bebrpught by United States
district attorneys leaving out the
clause by direction of he attorney
general so that the attorney general

In addition to the offer of part of the
customs of La Guayra and Porto Ca
bello as a guarantee Mr Bowen in
formed the powers that several New
York banks had expressed their will-
ingness to undertake the payment of

As soon as the powers hear of the con
sent of reliable houses to guarantee-
the payment of the first claims the
blockade will be raised This is ex
pected to be within two or three days
In the event of this arrangement being
concluded It is supposed that the cus
toms of the two ports mentioned will
be administered jointly by representa
tives of the powers and of the banks
concerned At the German embassy
here it was said there was no reason
whatever for a continuance of the
blockade once the powers are satisfied
that the guarantee is not merely of
fered with the objept of getting rid of
them
