Ever since the groat pacing quar-
tette Sleepy Tom Mattie Hunter
Rowdy Boy and Lucy swept through
the grand circuit late In the Tile and
made races popular much dis-
cussion has occurred respecting the
origin and history of the American
pacer

Just when and where the pacing
horse had his origin seems hopelessly-
lost la dim antiquity At least 4M
years before the Christian the great
sculptors of and modeled
some of the best equestrian work upon
horses showing the pacing gait ReUos
of some of the early Grecian frieaes are
still preserved in the British museum
and distinctly show the horses in a
pacing attitude-

At the beginning of the Christian era
large numbers of pacing horses existed-
on the British Island and were known
by the name of ambuhvtnraa or
horses that amble During the

rod that Rome occupied the Brit
Island under her conquest extending
over a period of some 540 years the
pacer was the favorite for the
and light driving

Upon the seal attached to Magna
great charter of humsjn

liberties wrenched by the barons from
the tyrannical hands of King John upon
the plains of Runnymede in England
in 1215 1 emblazoned a knight of
honormounted upon a pacing horse

Pint Appearance in America
After the settlement of the Ameri-

can colonies some of the horses that
were brought from the mother country
to some of the colonies were pacers In
the early history of Pennsylvania we
lad well authenticated reports of pac-
ing races and the distinguished Thoot
as Matlock of Philadelphia II authority
for the statement that at that early
period the pacer was regarded as the
genteel horse that the trotter
deemed to be A base breed and that all

nrst distinctive family o pcers
of any considerable importance on this
continent of which we have an au-
thentic account was undoubtedly the
Narragansetts Just how they origin-
ated from whence they came and
whither they went are questions that

been answered to the
satisfaction of tIC readers

The first reliable historic sje

of Rhode JsianeV asa
1721 At that period they
great general favor throughout Rhode
Island as saddle and track horses

From the same authority it appears
that the great popularity at home
spread abroad and that long before
the death of this eminent dlvtoe which
occurred in 17S by reason of exporta
tion to Cuba Canada andhe English
West Indies the race became entirely
extinct la New England

England Loa as Interest
As the first discovery was alter the

pacers popularity ceased in England
and as the description of this family of
horses corresponds almost exactly with
that given by those possessed In Eng-
land years before a plausible theory as
to the origin is that the founders of
this family came to Rhode Island from
England and that they were one and
the saute family of horses

That for several generations Scotland
had a pacing family called tie Gallo
ways which were nothing but rather
large sized ponies and that for several
hundred years Iceland has bad a family
of pacing ponit are historical facts

With the restoration of Charles II
and the ascension of that monarch to
the throne in 1MO began the English
love for running horses and as that
portloving people gradually intro-
duced the race horse of the Arab and
the Barb the pacer gradually sank in
pObllc favor and became entire

extinct in England and it is be-
lieved that that country baa not had a
pacing family within her borders for
more than JOG years

Much mystery and uncertainty ex-
ists as to what of the vast
number of pacers that for several hun
elm years constituted an important
factor among the pleasuregoing people
of England it seems more than prob
able that the extinction was caused
first by importation of the colonies
and second by Interbreeding with
other races of nonpacing until
tile pacing gait was obliterated

upon undisputed historical
facts and corroborated by an unbroken
chain of circumstances it is believed
that the following conclusion is war
ranted

Some time prior to the last century
Canada imported from England a large
number of pacers and about the same
time a number of English pacers came
to Rhode island either directly from
England or through Canada Many of
the pacers went to Can-
ada and from Canada came to Ken
