New York, May 7.—Prices went down
on the stock exchange today without any
clear reason, although the theories cur-
rent for the decline took -a wide range
over the whole financial field on the
part of board room traders, who had
the market to themselves. The simple
explanation seems to be that these pro-
fessional operators who have been buy-
ing and bidding up stocks to a moderate
extent ‘during the week find themselves
twith little company zand feel that they
| haye reached the himits of their courage
in speculative commitment. The process
of selling to take profits finds as nar-
row a participation in the market as
that during the advance. Prices conse-
quently recede easily and in pretty clese’
proportion te the advance on the same
volume of dealings.

The reason which came in for most dis-
cussion today in seeking an explanation
for the decline was the problem of the
foreign exchanges and possible gold ex-
ports. The developments in connection
with the new Transvaal loan. for which

subseriptions were opened today., were of |

foremost significance as bearing on the
exchange question. The terms of the loan
are much as expected and the strength
of sterling reflected the continued direc-
tions of funds toward London.
Subscriptions for American
were small, but the maturity of foreign
loans in this market marked the Lon-
don pressure for money effective in New
York.
