BOY KILLED BY HORSE

Was Playing Ball and Fell Under
Fest of Animal, Which Reared
and Struck Him.

Frank Rockefeller, a 12-year-old bovy,
was instantly killed about 4 o’clock this
afternoon near the Union depot. The
boy's head was © under the hoofs
of a horse driven by A. B. Vance, :ora-
trolman employed on the Ogden ice
foree. A dozen or more witnesses to the
accident entireiy exonerate Mr. Vance
from all blame. They say the affair was
only the result of an accident. Vance
was driving his horse down to the depot,
and had swung around between the de-
pot and the iron railing just east of the
baggage room, and was about to tie up
his horse to the railing. The Rockefelter
boy and a companion were playing ball in
the space between the buﬂd!nf and the
hitching place. Young Rockefeller's com-
panion had thrown the bali and
latter was attempting to catch
paying no attention to anything eise. He
was running backwards, and despite the
warning shouted by Vance, he ran imme-
diately in front of the officer's horse and
fell at the fore feet of the animal. The
horse reared and plunged. His hind feet
struck the prostrate boy on the skull,
killing him almost instanily. The meother
of the hoy resides in a house on Eleetric
avenue.
