Salt Lake City report he thatchanges as were outlined in thatwere being contemplated but he
admitted that great consequence would be brought before the nextmeeting of the league Lucas said

There is no reason why there should
be such a circuit and no ode connected
with the Pacific National league has any
thought of such a scheme as this to
knowledge is a small town and
would not be likely to sopport a team of
the caliber demanded which is the chief
