BUILDING FALLS OFF

Railroads Do Not Show Increase
Hoped For This Year

In its next issue the Railway Age
will have an exhaustive review of the
railroad construction which it claims
has not progressed so rapidly for the
first six months of this year as had
been hoped The Age in commenting
upon this condition will say

Railway building in the United
States has not progressed as rapidly
during the six months of 1903 as
had been expected The the
labor world due to the epidemic of
strikes and the high prices of track
material have caused the postpone-
ment of much important work and
the difficulty of securing rails has con-
tinued making it impossible to lay
track as fast as the roadway was

The more important lines which
were started last year or earlier are
being pushed to completion as rapidly-
as conditions will permit but other
new projects are making slower prog
ressThe new mileage completed during
the first of IJtS amounted to 2314
miles and the total for the entire
twelve months of that year aggre
gated 5884 miles It has been con-
fidently expected that the track laid in
1SOS would exceed 6W miles but the
figures for the first six months do not
make It certain that such aresult will
be attained Our returns for the six
months are not entirely complete but
it is believed that the reports yet to be
received will not materially increase
the present figures which
miles of track laid from Jan 1 to June

NEW TYPE OF HEADLIGHT

Put Into Use on the Bur-
lington Locomotives-

A new type of headlight for railway
engines has been adopted by the Chi
cago Milwaukee St Paul Railway
and it promises to have a very ex-
tended application among railways It
is an electric headlight which in ad-
dition to sending a powerful ray along
th tracks in front of the engine also
projects a powerful vertical beam The
vertical beam makes a very decided
illumination in the heavens so much so
that it Is possible not only to detect the
presence of an engine but also in many
cases to follow its path and determine
which way it is heading

An engineer is means placed-
in touch with the mqvements of other
trains in his vicinity andIs enabled to
detect their presence where if they
carried ordinary borizonXtd beam headr
lights he would be unaware of thulr
location

more rapid rate than it ever has be
fore

ment photographer Louis Lodnoltz
lake observer and Captain Davis jr
The trip was made in the launch Cam
bria II run by Captain D L Davis
The party left the city on the 1030
train yesterday morning and boarded
the launch at 11 oclock A strong
north wind was blowing at the Ulna
and the sails were useless for a north-
erly cruise but the engine was set go-
ing and the launch made good time
against the strong wind Owing to the
shallowness of the water a trip of a
mile had to be taken in small row
boats to reach the launch-

A sounding taken just as the boat
was gotten under way showed the
depth of the water at aTnile distance
to be just six feet This same depth
was maintained until the south point
of Antelope island was reached At a
distance of about two miles west of
Antelope island a sounding showed a
depth of twentythree feet Various
soundings showed that the lake bottom
between Antelope and Stanhope island
on the west was a long valley running
between the two detached sections of
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ranges and the deepest water was not
more than thirty feet growing shallow-
er in either direction to theshore lines
This portion of the lake has long been
known as the deepest part but a
the past thirty years It has lost just
half of its depth

Along the entire coast of Antelope at
a distance of about three toMes out the
water maintains a uniform depth of
twentythree feet The bottom appar
ently rises very abruptly towards the
island and the launch was unable to-

go nearer the west half a
mile Owing to lack of time the
was unable to follow the big sub-
merged valley further than the north
point of Antelope Island but Captain
Davis who has made soundings fur
ther north states that the water grows
gradually shallower until the Bear
river bay is reached where it is but
sixteen feet The coast water was
found to be so shallow that It is es
timated that fall of three feet in the
level expose many square miles
of new beach

Currents and Temperatures-
In the vicinity of Salt bay on the

west coast of Antelope island tempera-
ture tests showed that there were
stretches of water much warmer than
the surrounding waters This water
was 78 degrees while the other was from
two to four degrees colder As nearly
as they could be traced the currents
seemed to have a northeasterly direc-
tion and appeared to come from the
Bear River bay On the beach at Salt
bay were found quantities of piling and
driftwood that had been w shed from
the Lucia cutoff This i taken to in
dicate that a rather strong current
flows from that bay to the center of
the lake Old lake sailors say they
have known of the existence of these
currents for year but no official record-
of them had been made until yester-
day The difference In the temperature-
of the water and the effect of the Bear
river is supposed to produce these cur-
rents

An examination of the beach at Salt
bay showed that a stretch sfvjiaach
more than fifty feet wide hss begr
posed this year epolts of fungus
growths on the beach show where the
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water stood before it began to go down j

this year Thiscompared with the
tances between the beach lines of

years which remain perfectly plate
on the barren coast of the island shows
that It is almost double that of any
previous year since 1S95 The beach
lines before this time are obliterated-
by the growth of sage brush More re-
cent marks on the beach Indicate that
in the past two weeks there has been
a ell of about three inches

Lake Has Trade Winds
The cruise also resulted in bringing-

to light the fact that the lake has its
trade winds just as the oceans have
A series of observations by Captain
Davis has established the fact that
over the south portion of the lake the
wind blows from the north in the day-
time and reverses its direction at night
Thus it is seen that the winds blow in
dIrectly opposite directions from the
center of the lake both day and night
The cause of this strange action of the
wind is not known yet

The party after securing what in
formation it could during the day

any proposition should such be made

This resolution may be taken as giving-
an insight Into the apparent mind of
neople at that time The ideas that made
for revolution for independence had not
the approval of the general public Itwas one to ask for redress it was
another to take up anns against the
vast power of Great Britain The
had vet to be spoken that would so train
the minds of the colonists as to cause
them to raise the cry and the bayonet-
for independence Paine sprang into the
breach and gave to the world his Com
mon word that was wanting
Edition followed edition and the work
was read or talked about at every fire
