Washington July 4 The
joined with citizens of

features were a military procession In
which all arms of the regular service
were represented together with the
national guard of the district and a
public meeting in which Admiral
Dewey M Jusaerand French am-

bassador and Secretary Moody partic-
ipated

The parade was witnessed by large
crowds and was reviewed by General S
M B Young the grand marshal It
started shortly after 8 oclock from
the capitol and wls disbanded after
passing the White House

rhe public meeting1 Immediately fol
lowed under the shade of the great
trees on the north lawn of the White
House District Commissioner Mac

was presiding officer He in-

troduced Admiral Dewey who In turn
introduced Barry Bulkley of this city
who read the Declaration of Independ-
ence

Ambassador Jusserand then made a
speech paying eloquent tribute to the
Americans of the early days He re-
ferred to the help which France so
willingly rendered the new republic
in its struggle for freedom Congress

decided that an appeal should be
made to the foreign nations for an al-
liance Amid the silence of nations
one voice he said was heard to say

Adsum the voice oC France
He concluded as follows Thenatlon

whose life begun 127 years ago Has be
orne n immense one and eyes are

more and more fixed her Upon
the day we now commemorate in a
ceremony to which I am beyond words
proud to be associated your ancestors
bestowed upon you gifts and framed
for you duties the one and the other
equally splendid Tby bestowed upon
you that peerless gift liberty they
left for you rules of life obligations
mid responsibilities which will become
more and more binding as you become
more and more powerful These duties
we have in common with you Endowed
with institutions similar to yours pur-
suing similar alms we intend to vie
with you no longer on the battlefield

here liberty has won forever but In-
constant attempts to improve the con
rlttion of the many to spread the spirit
of brotherhood between men and be-
tween nations to remain in a word
true to the principles proclaimed inyour revolution and in ours

Our Ideals the Same
The light for better things is an

endless one We shall fight it you and
we with eyes fixed on the same ideal
the very same marked out by our an-
cestors long ago and our flags wfll
mcve on always toward the light and
while we follow thor we shall be
pleased to remembdr that if their de
signs are different yet they display
over our heads the same colors

Secretary Moody made an address In
behalf of the national government He
reminded his hearers that without the
cooperation of the French fleet under
De Grass the victory over Cormvallltf
at Yorktown which deter
mined the Independence of the colonies
would never have been won Briefly
the secretary dwelt upon the circum
stances of our history If we would
keep whatrwe have won if we would
maintain and strengthen our position
among the nations he saUl we shouldpurify the sources of national life and
guard well the qualities upon which our
continued strength as a nation de
ponded In a government in which all
the people equally participate intelli-
gence is demanded without it govern-
ment by the people must be a failureSecretary Moody spoke of the equal
ity of all men before the law and held
that the laws which are enforced equal
ly for and against all should be re
spirted by all The remedy for
M rung should be sought under the law
iird in the courts which represent the
majesty of the peoples will Any de-
parture from this sound principle In
any part of the land is a not
only of the courts themselves but of
the people who have created the
courts

He added Mob violence puts every
mans rights to the doubtful determin-
ation of men inflamed by passionate
resentment and maddened by the thirst
for revenge renders our voice feeble
when raised against else-
where and displays barbarity which
shames the nation in the face of the
vnrld Let this people wbne govern-

ment has been called a government of
laws and not of men fix upon those
vlo hold themselves above laws
end wiser than the law the seal of their
ciindemnation

Honesty in Public Service
In conclusion Mr Moody touched

upor the necessity of in the
public service There is he declared
no disease of the body politic so subtle-
So powerful so dangerous so fatal as
tilt corrapt betrayal of a public trust
whether the trust be great or small
He could not but believe he said that
in the min those who do the peoples
work are Honest and true but when
the malignant ulcer of corruption ap
pears it Is no time for surface treat
ment The knife must reach under
the very poisonous root that each
be cut out and cast away He asked
thttt we easily believe charges
whUh are made lightly

Let them he added be investi-
gated with calm impartiality of a
court of law but If the offense be
proved let the displeasure of the people

ne like a thunderbolt from on high
Let not the hands of justice be stayed-
or its edict be tampered with mis-
guided

Europy views with deep ccricern the
fact that t e foreign press is again
largely Inimical to Even old
friends like the have
lately displayed in their press a hos-
tility such as has hitherto character-
ized England alone says this long
established and dignified review which
continues as follows

Our policy in China scarcely
flee the reproaches which the
can press is heaping upon us We
suffered Incomparably more from the
Chinese troubles than any of the other
powers and nevertheless we have tak
en far less thought of compensation
and of the defense of our Interests in
the future than others nave Under
the compulsion of events which we
did not foresee or which we could not
prevent We had to occupy Manchuria
Once we had entered a Chinese prov
Ince we could not leave it until order
had been restored and the protection-
of our railroad had been insured

Couldnt Jeopardize Railroad
When this had been accomplished-

we could not make up our minds to
place the results of our efforts in
jeopardy again and so we kept de-
ferring the evacuation of the provinces
that we had occupied In order to
tain from the Chinese government-
some guarantee for the future In this
logical concatenation oT
one can scarcely find
treacherous policy of conquest which
would properly occasion the

and the protests of the inter-
ested powers Sooner could we be

of heedlessness than treachery-
for the acquisition of a railroad in
foreign territory in reliance upon all
neighborly friendship was in itself a
risky undertaking-

The vacillations contradictions and
uncertainties our conduct and in our
declarations about the Manchurian
question can easily be traced to
which are perfectly explicable
but which do not exist as far as for-
eign cabinets are concerned In Man-
churia three separate authorities are
at work and each has it own view and
seeking in Its own way to defend the
Interests of the state The ministry of
foreign affairs is naturally chiefly
mindful to avoid all misunderstand-
ings and conflicts with foreign powers
and Is therefore always inclined to
make peaceable declarations even in
cases where their fulfillment does not
depend on the diplomats alone

The ministry of war is for Its part
unable to withdraw troops from a re
gion that still needs military protec-
tion and Is therefore often compelled
to have recourse to measures ajralnst

declarations The ministry of finance
keeps the great material interest con-
nected with the east Chinese railroad
mainly in view and is compelled there
fore to Insist on great caution and the
gradual evacuation of Manchuria

Consistency Out of Question
Where three independent authorities

are engaged one can scarcely expect
uniformity and consistency in the of
final declarations and actions and thus
are explained many peculiarities in the
course of our Chinese affairs Contra-
dictions between the conduct of the j

various authorities are taken by for
elgners as a proof of the disloyalty of
our goernment and as a sign of am-
bitious plans which are directed im-
mediately or remotely against the in
terest of other powers
