several days after he drowned

The drowning of Roy Larkin has
raised tho question as to why Saltair
bke other bathing resorts is not pro
vided with danger ropes and life boats
Thte has formed a general topic of con
vcrMtttoaifor several days and the man-
agement of the resort has come In for
some criticism on that score It is
pointed out that there is not a life boat
at the pavilion not owned by private
parties and there is nothing to give
warning to strangers of the danger dt
getting out beyond their depth in the
water Said one citizen

stretched at the edge of deep water
and there should he a sign there warn
Ing bathers that they would take their
own riSk in going further out than that
rope ft is a very easy matter for a
person who is floating to get much
further from the pavilion than he has
any Ides of and if a squall springs up
from the shore it s almost impossible-
for him to get back to the bath houses

make a second spring he realized what
had happened to him His companions-
were summoned tolite side As quickly-
as he could open his knife and draw
the keen edge across Uie wound open
ing it so that it bl2 d profusely one of
the young men with Kenner sucked
the wound untilhe was satisfied that
no poison remained except that which
had been taken up by the circulation
system-

A sufficient amount had been ab
sorbed however to cause the boys
face to swell to almost twice Its na
tural size and U3e him considerable
pain A slight scar will be the
illeffect of the boys etose call from
death
