ofllce and refused to handle their mail
at all Yesterday afternoon the local
office at No 19 West Second South
street was closed and it was deserted
by those in charge The manager made
the statement to a person who has
had dealings with the concern that the
company had been stopped from doing
business but he did not know why

Ths company has been established In
Salt Lake for several years and has
been carrying on a business in dia-
monds The scheme according to the
story of one who has had dealings
with the concern is this

A person purchases a diamond on the
weekly instalment plan He Is given
so many weeks to for the stone

a contract Jo jmy a certain
amount each week Failure to pay
gives the company the right to take
back the diamond and keep what
money has been paid on it as a rental
let The time given in Salt Lake for
completo payment was forty weeks it
is

But It is claimed that in most cases
matters were manipulated in such a
manner that when a man had paid ina good sum he would fall to make a
payment and the diamond would be
reclaimed by the company Of course
the paid was kept and the dia-
mond sold to some other person on
the sunc cpnditions For this reason

mittee of three who have the project-
in hand the others being Hyram Lem
mon and J S Macbeth They were also
attendant upon the meeting-

Mr Jacks explained that it dill not
make to In the long
run whether the valley is In the reser
vation or not that they are shaping
their plans for the ultimate construc-
tion of the dam and the boring of the
26mile tunnel just as though It were
on the reservation He made the state-
ment Itowever to show that it did not
under circunMttanera make any
difference to thorn whether the govern-
ment objected to reservoir or not
as the valley is in the reservation

Mr Lemmon said the tunnel through
range to connect the

river with the valley will be Just 36
miles long and that the cost of boring
will be about 10 foot That will
make the cost of the tunnel about
000 instead of 1000000 as has been
stated The tact was also brought out
