Accuracy is better to be desired than
great range During the civil war the
casualties were greater than in any war
this country has ever known Yet the
range of the old Springfield rules was
considerably under one mile The men
behind them knew how to shoot That
was what caused the damage The
men in the army of toda know how
to shoot too but they never or rarely
get close enough to their opponents t
do much execution The lung range
rifle has widened the danger zone to
the point where accuracy is no longer
possible
