loss of life did not follow is due to the
narrowness of the stream where the
disaster occurred. A cloudburst had

filleg the creek and weakened the
bridge. .
None of the passéngers was hurt, as
ilie coaches remained on the rafis.
Passenger train No. 13, which the
wrecked train had passed at McFar-
land, was following close, and only the

The committee, consisting of Sena-
tors Aldrich, chairman, Platt (Conn.),
Allison and Spooner did not even pre-
sent a lentative draft of a currency
bill to the president, although some
presentations which subsequently may
b2 embodied in the measure were re-
duced to concrete form. No definite
conclusions as to the shape of the pro-
posed legislation were reported. The
conference related rather to methods
of procedure in the work at- hand
than to the form of the legislation. At
7:30 this morning the members of the
tommittee left Sagamore Hill, boarded
their yacht, the Virginia, and sailed for
Provident on their return to Senator
Aldrich’s home,

Early Extra Session.

One fact of distinet importance was
developed at the conference. While an
extraordinary session of congress next
fall is assured, it has not been deter-
mined definitely whether it will be
called to meet in October or in Novem-
ber. It has been® supposed that the
extraordinary session would convene
on Monday, Nov. 9, but the indications

now are that it will be called for an
carlier date, perhaps several weeks
earlier.

.
The primary purpose of the extraor-
dinary session will be to enact legis-
lation making operative the Cuban rec-
iprocity treaty, but finanecial legislation
also will be pressed upon the attention
of congress soon after it convenes.

Measure Not Yet Drafted,

It can be said that the senate finance
committee will draft no measure for-
mally and conclusively until cousulta-
tion® have been held with other mem-
bers of the senate—Democrats as well
as Republicans—and with members of
the house and with the best autheri-
ties on fingnce in the country. It is
the desire of the committee to be con-
stantly in touch with the president,
with other senators, with members of
the house, with bankers of the west
as well as those of the east and with
country bankers as well as city bank-
ers, so that seme plan of legislation
may be formed by the opening of the
extraordinary session of congress.

“It is the hope of the committce to
devise a genuinely elastic currency
system—a system that will expand
when the necessity shall arise and con-
tract when the necessity shall have
ceased to exist.

Talk With Senator ‘Aldrich.

Senator Aldrich, when asked by an
wiated Press represemtative with
reference to the visit of the senators
o the president, salid:

“The Republican members of the
sub-committee of the senate finance
committee who recently met for an in-
formal conference at Warwick, R. I..
talked with the president about finan-
cial conditions and the need of legis-
lative changes. No Dill has been
drafted or agreed on and none will he
until after the “ullest consultation with
our Democratic assoclates of the snb-
committee and all the members of the
finance commitiee. It is, how ever, our
purpose to have a bill in readiness for
resentation to the senate at the be-
ginning of the extra session if one
=hall be ecalled in October or Novem-
ber. We are hopeful that a bill can
be agreed upon and reported that will
rezeive the approval of both houses of
congress and afford prompt and effi
cient relief to the business interests
of the whole country.”

He took a long drive and
walk in the vatican gardens and then
received the Austrian ambassador, who
presented his credentials.

Mgr. Cagiano. the major-domo, ac-
companied by Cardinals Rampolia and
Mocenni. opened the apartment of Pope
Leo XIJIT this merning, breaking the
seals put on at the time of the pontiff's
death. They found a considerabls
amount of money—it is stated several
millions of francs—besides other valu-
ables, Cardinal Cretoni, prefect of the
Congregation of Sacred Riteg, wag not
present,. having left Rome on account

of illness,
The pope was again photographed to-
day in the gardens. He afterwards re-

ceived Cardinal Sartolli, who inquired re-
garding the appointment of a new secre-
tary of state In succegsion to Cardinal
Rampolla and again suggested Vincenzo
Vannutelli as the best fitted for the posi-
tion. Cardinal Satolli then proposed the
appointment of Father Edward Fowler,
secretary to Rev. J. J. Harty, as a do-
mestie prelate to the pontiff, which post
carries with it the title of monsigneur.
The pope granted the request and a brief
of appointment was issued immediate v.

Cardinal Gilbbens will come to Rome
Friday to assist at the consecration on
Saturday of Rev. J. J. Harty as arch-
bishop of Manila. On S8unday the pope
will receive the new archbishop and Fa-
ther Fowler in private audience. The
former will receive the paliium from Car-
dinal Macchi on Monday and will leave
Rome the same night.
