It was
found that the Shamrock III was
slightly longer on the water line than
the American boat, but the latter
proved to have nearly 2,000 more square
feet of sail area than the challenger,
and it was this enormous sail spread
that taxald e American boat so heav-
ily.

The announcement of the time allow-
ance in fayvor of the challenger acused
little surprise at the yacht club, as it
was the very general belief that the
Reliance would prove considerably
larger all around than her opponent.
