At that hour yesterday 2,880 men and
| women had visited the county clerk’s
! office during the past month for the
| sole purpose of paying their taxes for
| this vear. The amount of money they
i left behind them totaled about $50,000.

A comparison of figures of 1902, which

was considered a good year, will show
| the record established for 1903. Up to
{ Oct. 6 last year only 2,295 people had
| paid thelr annual taxes. The amount
