his life Winder jumped from the train
while it was going at a lively clip and
struck the ground upon his face break-
ing both cheek bones his nose and in-

juring him about the head
Winder arrived in Salt Lake yester-

day morning from Idaho and was on
his way to Provo to bring back the
body of his mother who died in that
city a few days ago By mistake he
boarded the Park City train on the Rio
Grande instead of the one going to
Provo and did not discover his error
until some distance from the depot The
conductor signaled the engineer to stop
near Fourth West and Seventh South
and the latter applied the air but be
fore the train had materially lessened-
its speed Winder

him to lose his balance and he struck
head foremost on the ground and rolled
over and over for yards As
soon as the a standstill
the crew hastened back to where the
unfortunate man was lying and carried
him into a nearby

When seen last evenlnf
dence of his son Henry in Forest Dais
the house that was occupied by Peter
Mortensen at the time of his arrest oe
the charge of murder Mr Mortmaen
refused to make any statement for pub
lication ae to his plans declaring that
public sentiment was him
However he took occasion to express
himself on the treatment aocordad his
son by the men who Interpret the law
and said he did not think Peter had
been justly dealt with

We have been denied privileges that
rightfully were ours and our requests
have been refused at every turn he
said The Jaw a man shall
have a fair and impartial trial but I
do not think my son obtained one

He declined to say how much money
had been raised to make up the 1800
necessary to secure a hearing befqre
the United States supreme court and
would neither affirm nor deny that any
effort was being made In this direction

Mr Mortensen spoke in the highest
terms of the jury which tried the case
and said he did not believe a more im
partial body of men could have been
found He did not believe however
that he had been justly dealt with by
the judges and prosecutors

Yesterday morning Mr Mortensen
and David Mortensen visited the peni-
tentiary and had a conference with the
condemned man The meeting lasted
about fortyfive minutes during which
time the father and sons talked con
corning the plans for obtaining a new
trial

The fourteen indictments found
against Former Justice of the Peace
Qustav Kroeger by the last district
grand jury were quaabed yesterday
morning in the district court upon the
motion of County Attorney George
Westervelt The move of the county
attorney was concurred in by District
Attorney Dennis C Eichnor He ex-
plained to the court that the evidence-
at hand waa not sufficient to secure
convictions

A few hours later Mr Kroeger swore
to four complaints against A F Mal
lett charging him with perjury War
rants were tamed by Judge H S
Tanner who held court for Judge Chris
Diehl and upon the motion of the
county attorney fixed the ban at 1000

4860 on each information The war-
rants were immediately placed in the
hands of the sheriff for service About
10 oclock last night Mr Mallet who
lives at the corner of Twelfth South
and Ninth East was arrested He gave
bonds before Judge Tanner

Only Indictment Left
The indictments against Mr Kroe

ger and the complaints flied against
Mr Mallett are connected with the al-
leged improper practices of Francis G
Luke in the management of the
Merchants Protective agency of
which be is the manager The former
justice was charged by the grand jury
in substance with being implicated
with Luke in the conduct of his busi-
ness The charges against Mallett are
perjury In swearing documents for
the agency in the former justices
court

The quashing of the fourteen indict-
ments against Mr Kroeaer Anally dis-
poses of twentyfour of the twenty
live indictments found by the last dis-
trict grand jury The one remaining
Is against James A Luke charged
with perjury in the grand jury room
The other Informations against him-
self and his brother were quashed by
Judge Morse because of their defect-
Iveness

It was stated yesterday that the in-
dictments against Mr Kroeger were re-
turned against the will of County At
torney Westervelt who presented the
evidence to the inquisitorial body He
is credited with informing the jury
after all the evidence against the for
mer justice had been adduced that it
was not sufficient to convict

Former Justice Kroeger who Is now-
a resident of Idaho is in the city hav
ing voluntarily returned to be present-
at the calling of his case
